What’s New on Site this Week?

Exterior

. Highly-carved detail pieces are arriving on site this week. They will
be installed and blended into existing marble.

Interior

. Structural demolition in shafts and stone walls is ramping up to
create vertical and horizontal pathways. This work is loud and
involves shoring and supporting the existing structure until new steel
is installed.

Continuing Activities

Exterior

. Main roof repair efforts are wrapping up for the season.

. North Wing: Marble repair and restoration continues.

. West Wing: Marble repair and restoration continues.

Interior :

. Underground work intensifies through mid-December.

C Demolition activities continue.

C Basement: Concrete slab removal and foundation underpinning

continues. Miscellaneous asbestos removal continues. Mechanical,
electrical, plumbing installation continues.
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Anticipated Noise and Disturbances

Exterior

. Expect noise, machinery, workers, scaffolding, closed sidewalks.
Interior

. West elevator services Ground through 3 floors only and the Basement
is closed to the public effective August 29 — December.

. Underground noise, vibration and corridor reconfiguration intensifies
through mid-November.

Installing more directional signage outside of the Capitol to better guide
visitors through construction areas.

. Window work for Phase Il will be complete.

What to Expect

The Capitol is an active construction site and your safety is our
number one priority. Please stay within the designated public areas.

Interior

. Restrooms are very limited.

. Expect to see temporary walls where construction is present.

. Expect construction workers and machinery, noise and vibration.

. The basement tunnel is open to employees only Aug. 29 — early Dec.

Temporary corridors will slightly reconfigure day-to-day to
accommodate work areas. Signage will guide you through the
corridors.

. An audio recording helps blind and low-vision employees navigate the
Capitol tunnel asthey enter the Capitol basement from the State
Office Building.

Exterior

. Expect scaffolding, chain link fences, machinery, noise, workers and
closed sidewalks.
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What’s Open

Entrances: South Main Entrance and the accessible Ground Floor
Entrance under the South Main Entrance stairs.

West Wing: 2", 3rd floors. Entire North Wing.

Basement tunnel: Open to employees only effective Aug. 29 — early Dec.
West elevator, adjacent to South Main Entrance, services Ground
through 3" floors only effective Aug. 29 — mid-Nov.

Public Restrooms: Unisex restrooms available on 2" and 3 floors, both
located on the east side of the House Chamber. Employees can also use
restrooms next to the Rathskeller.

Entrances: East Wing, West Wing, University Ave (north side of building).
