Race and ethnicity
(according to the Census Bureau)

= On the ACS or decennial census, respondents are first
asked if they are of “Hispanic, Latino, or Spanish” origin.
This is ethnicity, and entirely independent of race.

= Then respondents can select one race, or as many races
as they want. (This was new beginning in the 2000
decennial census. For 1990 and earlier years, you had to
pick 1 race only.)

= Persons picking only 1 race show up in “XX race alone” tables

= Persons picking 2+ races show up in “XX race alone or in combination”
tables
