Quorum
The meeting was called to order by Stephen Powless, President, at approximately 5:30 p.m. at the Board Office Plaza Conference Room, 2829 University Avenue SE, Minneapolis, MN, and a quorum was declared present. 

Minutes
Minutes of the previous quarterly board meeting were approved.  Motion by Newcome, seconded by Dela Cruz; motion carried.

Report of Renewals, Voluntary Terminations
Grendahl reported calling all licensees that had not renewed by May 31 and encouraging them to return their applications immediately, due to the possible July 1state government shutdown.  The last date for license renewals to be postmarked was June 30 and they  would not be processed if the office was closed.  Of the 86 DPM up for renewal, 84 had been received.  Dr. Canter indicated in the phone conversation he would be voluntarily terminating his license.  Dr. Carlson sold his MN practice and has moved to Arizona according to a conversation with the new owner.

Continuing Medical Education approval:
Heartland Podiatry Conference request was approved for a maximum of 21.5 CME’s.  Motion by Lebrija, seconded by McCabe, motion carried.

The 2011-2012 Wellness Biomechanics Conference/FootHelpers Lab request was not approved. Based on the information submitted, the Board was unable to substantiate the conference met the criteria in MN Statutes for requirements of program approval.
Scope of Practice Question
Questioned was posed if MN podiatrists can order or administer cosmetic products such as dermal fillers.  Members would have liked more information regarding what procedures the prescription products were to be used for and if special training was required for the procedures. Having said that, they did not see anything prohibitive, as long as they were used for treating conditions of the foot or ankle, and asked 2414Grendahl was to refer the individual to our practice act.

Fiscal/Budget Report
The Board reviewed budget revenues and expenditure reports, as well as other financial reports generated by the Administrative Services Unit (ASU) and Board, per the 2005 OLA Financial Audit recommendation stating that Board members should be provided detailed, monthly revenue and expenditure accounting transactions report for their review and approval during regularly scheduled Board meetings. Grendahl reported the state had moved from the MAPS system to SWIFT and that there were some problems with the new system.  Revenues were up 8% over anticipated for 2011 but Grendahl was unsure if it was new revenue or transactions that were moved up due to the possible government shutdown.  No concerns were raised about the monthly revenue and expenditure accounting transactions.  Financial reports accepted; Motion by Dela Cruz, seconded by Newcome; motion carried.

Legislative Update
Grendahl reported that all Health Licensing Board were included in special session language to be reviewed by a newly created Sunset Advisory Commission for possible abolishment June 30, 2012.
