Quorum

Minutes

Continuing Medical Education request:
2012 Twin Cities Foot & Ankle Conference – 1.5 CME was approved for the session that had not been confirmed prior to the previous meeting where 13.5 CME were approved, totaling 15 CME.  Motion by McCabe, seconded by Nack, motion carried.

MSOPP Resolution
The Board approved a resolution supporting the administrative integration of orthotists, prosthetists and pedorthists in to the Board without expense.  The resolution remained neutral in its support of the policy to credential these occupations, noting that was the decision of the legislature and Governor. Motion by McCabe, seconded by Bauerly, motion carried.  

Fiscal/Budget Report
The Board reviewed budget revenues and expenditures reports, as well as other financial reports generated by the Administrative Services Unit (ASU) and Board, per the 2005 OLA Financial Audit recommendation stating that Board members should be provided detailed, monthly revenue and expenditure accounting transactions report for their review and approval during regularly scheduled Board meetings. No concerns were raised about the monthly revenue and expenditure accounting transactions.  Financial reports were accepted; Motion by Swanholm, seconded by Nack; motion carried.

Executive Director Annual Performance Review 
Grendahl gave an overview of Board accomplishments over the past year and reported that  salary increase information was not available, but the annual Achievement Award Policy had recently been approved by the Governor’s office.  Grendahl was excused from Board discussion.  The Board determined that Grendahl performs extremely well in all position description areas, and especially benefitted from her high level of legislature experience that was required for the extensive Board review due to the Sunset legislation this year.  The Board certified the employee’s performance exceeds standards, approved an achievement award of $2,000 and will re-visit increased compensation when contract details are made available.  Motion by Nack, seconded by Swanholm; motion carried.
