Fiscal/Budget Report
The Board reviewed budget revenues and expenditures reports, as well as other financial reports generated by the Administrative Services Unit (ASU) and Board, per the 2005 OLA Financial Audit recommendation stating that Board members should be provided detailed, monthly revenue and expenditure accounting transactions report for their review and approval during regularly scheduled Board meetings. No concerns were raised about the monthly revenue and expenditure accounting transactions.  Financial reports were accepted; Motion by Dela Cruz, seconded by Lebrija; motion carried.




Sunset Advisory Commission
Grendahl reported the Sunset Commission Advisory Commission had issued an interim report January 1, Findings and Recommendations Report on January 31 and an amended Report February 24.  The Commission Report recommended the Board not sunset.
A bill similar to the Commission Report was introduced February 27 in the House of Representatives, HF 2555, but a Senate companion had not been introduced yet.

Achievement Award Policy
Grendahl reported the Board has been notified by MMB the prohibition on processing achievement awards was rescinded.  Agencies that decided to grant monetary awards were to provide notification to the Governor’s Office and MMB on agency policy, processes and budget allocated.  The Board approved the Achievement Award Policy and recommended Grendahl for a $2,000 achievement award based on her performance review conducted in December, 2011.  Motion by Nack, seconded by DeLa Cruz; motion carried.
