March 27, 2013 Board Meeting 

The Minnesota Board of Optometry met on Wednesday, March 27, 2013 in Conference Room A, University Park Plaza Building, 2829 University Avenue SE, Minneapolis, MN for the purpose of conducting such business as would normally come before the Board.

Roger Pabst, O.D., President called the meeting to order at 10:00 AM.

A motion was made by Glasrud, and seconded by Sipola, to accept the agenda as presented.   Motion passed.  

Minutes of the December 5, 2012 board meeting were reviewed and approved.  Motion by Sipola, seconded by Muellerliele. Motion carried.   

[bookmark: OLE_LINK1]The following listed applicants/new licensees requesting a Minnesota Optometry license was presented to the Board. Each applicant has provided documentation meeting the requirements for licensure by examination in the state of Minnesota as a licensed optometrist.  The board has a delegation of authority for board staff to initially license candidates that provide an application with all requirements clearly met.

The motion to approve the licenses as granted to practice optometry in the state of Minnesota as listed was made by Dr. Muellerleile.  Jeanette Taylor Jones seconded the motion.  The motion passed with all voting aye.   


An application was presented by an active military Optometrist seeking Minnesota licensure.  Current endorsement rules require three years of experience in the state of residency preceding the application.  Service records were provided showing clinical experience and the rule was waived for David Hilber, who will be granted licensure.   Motion to approve this endorsement licensure was made Dr. Muellerleile; seconded by Jeanette Taylor Jones.    The motion passed with all voting aye.    

The annual license renewal statistics were provided.  88% of renewals were completed online for the renewal period ending, December 31, 2012.  There has been a steady increase of online utilization.  

Mr. Snyder reported on the current board financials. Budget projections will be met for the year ending June 30, 2013 with current paid expenditures at 43% of the budget with 67% of the fiscal year completed.  Current revenue year to date is at 103%.  All accounts payable will be provided at the end of the year as current purchases to date are only very minor supply purchases. Other potential end of year purchases may or may not occur within this quarter but will not exceed the overall budget and may include:  
· Licensing data base software development and advanced online services of not to exceed $24,999.  The current data base/online system was developed in 2001 for under $15,000 and has worked very well over this period of time. 
· Website; $1200.  Tridion Web services would allow a new secured website for the Minnesota Board of Optometry.  The current Dot Net Nuke website has security concerns and MNIT recommends this new product, which is utilized for all state agencies. 
· Office Furniture:  If all Small Boards co-locate to a common office, a remodeling budget of not to exceed $10,000 may be required. 
· Current anticipated year end would still have a net revenue balance of $10,000.

A motion to approve the budget/finance report was made by Muellerleile, seconded by Sipola.  Motion carried. 

The HPSP report was provided by Michelle Falk, OD with no Optometrists currently enrolled in the program.  An informational flyer is provided in each licensure packet as an informational item. 

There have been no meetings of the Council of Health Boards. 

Dr. Muellerleile shared some recent issues on Continuing Education (CE) approval.  Discussion was held on Continuing Education being approved within the current renewal period but not approval for a previous CE period.  When fees are reviewed for next year’s statutory modifications, the current review fee should be minimally $30.00 or $50.00 especially if CE moves to an online CE sponsor application. 

Dr. Falk reported on the December, 2012 Prescription Monitoring Program meeting she attended representing the MBO.  Although very limited in the potential impact on the Optometric community, she will participate in the annual meeting to represent MBO.  Other than Dr. Falk’s meeting attendance, there are no other expenses incurred by MBO and there are issues that may affect OD’s.  No formal vote occurred. 

A preliminary COPE/OE Tracker download into the Minnesota Board licensee record was reviewed.  The developer is able to synchronize the OE Tracker for Minnesota license renewals so that internal ‘not to exceed’ Practice Management and “Home Study”  are calculated for the licensee, resulting in a 100% audit of all online renewals.  The board was asked for feedback. 

· Board directed that the downloaded OE Tracker CE listing into the Minnesota licensee online renewal system be utilized for electronic renewals in 2013 with regular education provided the OD’s in the months leading up to the renewal period.  At this time, there is no fee for Minnesota licensees using OE Tracker and there is no increased expense for the Minnesota OD to access their limited CE on OE Tracker.   Motion by Sipola, Second by Glasrud.  Motion Carried. 
· Board directed staff that electronic renewals are the preferred model over paper renewals as the process assures accuracy of the CE, 100% audit of the CE and is economically efficient in board operations.  Postcard reminders will be mailed again this year with the link to the electronic renewal option.  Paper renewals will be limited to website downloads or a personal request to the board office. All paper renewals will be required to submit a report of their CE and certificates of attendance confirming their attendance. Minnesota will achieve a 100% audit of all CE with this requirement and meet current MBO rules.  Motion by Sipola, second by Muellerleile. Motion Carried.  

The draft copy of the MBO Open Meeting and Email Communication Standard Operating Procedure was adopted.  Motion by Sipola, seconded by Taylor-Jones.  Motion carried. 

Dr. Sipola and Randy Snyder reported on behalf of the Statute Review Committee.  The committee is meeting after this board meeting and will finalize edits to the statutes.  The Minnesota Revisor’s Office will be given the final draft post legislative session with a potential final review by the MBO in July.  The board supported the MOA bill as good public policy and discussed the status of the Criminal Background Bill.  The Minnesota Board of Optometry would comply if this legislation passes, potentially as soon as 2017 or as the bill directs.  The current bill requires all APPLICANTS to have a CBC by the proposed enactment date in 2017 and a study to be completed for all current LICENSEES to complete a CBC.  The bill remains in the legislative process.  Motion to accept the report, Glasrud, Seconded by Falk. Motion carried. 

A motion to name Patrick O’Neill, OD as the state of Minnesota delegate, and register John Muellerleile, and Randy Snyder as attendees to the Association of Regulatory Boards of Optometry (ARBO) for their June 23-25, 2013 annual meeting was made by Taylor Jones, seconded by Glasrud, and carried.  

Dr. Pabst and Dr. Sipola provided updates on their participation in ARBO committees.  Beth Coleman provided an update from the MOA. 

A review of the quarterly correspondence received by the board was discussed and reviewed.  There was no formal direction.

Dr. Michelle Falk’s term expires in January, 2014 and the open appointments process through the Secretary of State’s office will be active for this position in January, 2014.  

Randy Snyder was previously directed by the Executive Committee to attend the ARBO Continuing Education Committee in Chicago, April 24-26, 2013 with funding provided by ARBO.  

Post appointments of the new 2013 board members and a warm welcome back to Dr. Roger Pabst and Patricia Glasrud for four year terms, the election of officers took place. 
· Sipola nominated, seconded by Taylor Jones, the name of Dr. Roger Pabst as Chairperson.  Nominations were closed and a unanimous ballot was completed.  
· Dr. Patrick O’Neill was nominated for Vice Chair by Muellerleile, seconded by Sipola.  A unanimous ballot was completed. 
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Dr. Don Sipola was nominated for Secretary by Muellerleile, seconded by Glasrud, a unanimous ballot was completed. 
· Committee assignments will be declared at the next board meeting. If anyone desires to change their committee assignment please let Dr. Pabst know.  The jurisprudence examination will be assigned to the Legislative/Statute/Rules Committee.
