MACIL Legislative Agenda Preliminary Discussion

December 10, 2015
MACIL is considering contracting a lobbying group; please advise if you know any major players who would be for or against our program.
Rep. Pat Garofalo and Senator Tomassoni have championed IL and will continue to do so. One new factor will be new head of DHS.
Funding level calculations from consultants (“mapping project”) came in quite high; MACIL working on adjusting for actual costs needed to fully cover state and projections into the near future. First goal is to eliminate waiting lists where they exist. CILs are working on a plan to “adopt” unserved counties. Final legislative program will be based on those figures, should be developed by mid-January for this session which starts in March.
MACIL will develop a one-page narrative to use for legislative advocacy and public information, including success stories and stress on characteristics of IL program: consumer control, across all disabilities, birth to death services, statewide, 30 years of experience.
Funding is now below the 2008 levels (adjusted for inflation???) In addition, relocation services were added to the mandate without additional funding.

Progress on 704 Draft
The draft prepared by the Reports Committee was read and discussed, with a request for initial feedback on content. Several changes were suggested. Final draft will be submitted for vote at the January SILC meeting. It was noted that all members with disabilities are reported who are not employed by the DSU/E or a CIL.
Annual Report
The draft of the Annual Report was read and discussed; some sections are still to be submitted.
Larry moved and Brian seconded that the Reports Committee be authorized to move forward with completing the report. MOTION PASSED.
Olmstead Letter
An early draft of the letter to the OIO was read and discussed. Discussion included the option of sending to the Governor's office and the Sub-Cabinet as well were delayed until a final draft could be presented the Council in January. Committee deadline is January 12 to allow time for Brailling and e-mail.
Response to WIOA Regulations
The regulations have been released and are available through NICL. Responses must be sent by January 15. They were discussed at an ILRU training last week (Pam and Brad attended), and at the monthly meeting of SILC staff (Pam attended). It is urgent that all SILCs respond.
Mickey moved that the planned Legislative Task Force be activated now and begin by working on the MN-SILC response. Heidi Seconded. MOTION PASSED.
Heidi, Heather, Brad and Margaret volunteered. Mickey moved and Heidi seconded that the Task Force be authorized to submit the response for approval by the Executive Committee due to the very short timeline. MOTION PASSED.
Mickey moved and Cynthia seconded that the meeting be adjourned. MOTION PASSED.
