The meeting was called to order at 9:20 by Heather Allyn.
Introductions

Agenda Approval

Public Comment

704 Draft
Pam explained the process on the 704 for the guests. The 704 draft was reviewed and changes made. Larry made a motion to accept the 704 report, seconded by Rose Ann with the understanding that Brad still has numbers to add, and today’s changes will be inserted. MOTION PASSED UNANIMOUSLY.
SPIL Development
· Members were asked get together with the groups (A, B & C) they worked with at the last meeting to work on the SPIL Planning Table. Pam made the changes on the master copy of the SPIL table. Members were then asked to look at the SPIL as a “whole” 1. Are there things missing? 2. Is there duplication, and 3. How doable is this? 
· Things are still very much up in the air regarding WIOA. According to the SILC Congress, we will have one DSU/E, and it will be VRS. However, there are some things that are currently unclear about that. The law makes exceptions for 723 states and MN is one of two. 
· [bookmark: h.gjdgxs]Randy said the Independent Living Law in Minnesota Statute is also outdated now because of WIOA. 
· There was a discussion about whether to hold a formal forum before going further with the SPIL development. The Council thought we had a good amount of public feedback on needs and issues and a forum as such was not necessary for this SPIL. 
· Pam suggested that a phone meeting be scheduled in February so we are at a better place in March. She will tentatively schedule it for the second week in February. (Later scheduled for Feb. 11.)
Announcements
· NCIL conference is scheduled from July 25th to July 28th. They have not opened registration as of a week ago. If you have interest in attending NCIL, please let Pam know as soon as possible.
· SEMCIL has stated that their staff will no longer make reservations/airline reservations, etc. for council members unless they have a 2 week notice.
· The APRIL conference is scheduled for late in October. The conference will be in Reno, Nevada. 
· SILC Congress for 2017 will be in Phoenix again.
CNA
Cynthia gave an update on the CNA survey. As of Wednesday the figures show there were 119 total surveys submitted. Survey will be kept open until the end of February. 23% of the surveys were received from Hennepin County; 13% from Ramsey, and 10% from St. Louis County. 42% of respondents had used services from a CIL.
Feedback on Proposed WIOA Rules 
No discussion was held. MNSILC comments were submitted within the deadline time period
MACIL Legislative Work
Pam read a letter from Vickie Dalle Molle regarding the upcoming legislative session. They are looking for Members are needed for on the Network of CIL’s Committee.
Olmstead Letter
Cynthia reviewed the draft letter written to Dr. Darlene Zangara, Olmstead Implementation Office, and the Governor’s office regarding the concerns on implementation of MN’s Olmstead Plan. Heather put a draft together taking information right from the NICL website telling exactly what IL is about, and suggested integrating this into the committee’s letter. Jesse Bethke Gomez said to refer in the letter that: 1), CIL’s are a statutory nonprofit 268A.01 and 2), to identify that members of SILC are appointed by the Governor. Larry made a motion, seconded by Randy to approve the Olmstead letter to the Governor and OIO with minor changes. OLMSTEAD LETTER UNANIMOUSLY APPROVED. 
Cynthia made a motion to adjourn at 3:18.
