I. Welcome and Approval of Minutes

The Task Force was able to communicate with the teacher and students after the lesson and questions about the program and connectivity were answered by Mr. Matheson and Rose Sherman, Director of Enterprise Development.

Representative Kim Norton (District 25B, Rochester), Representative Sheldon Johnson (District 67B, St. Paul) and Senator Matt Schmit (District 21, Goodhue, Wabasha and Winona Counties) joined the Task Force and shared their assessments and expectations for Broadband this legislative session.
