EASEMENT AGREEMENT

This Agreement is entered into this 7] Th day of September, 2007, between The Romar
Properties Family Limited Partnership, a Minnesota limited partnership (“Grantor”) and the
City of Rogers, a body corporate and politic organized under the laws of Minnesota (“Grantee™).

RECITALS

A. Grantor owns real property in Hennepin County, State of Minnesota, described on
EXHIBIT A (the “Property™).

B. Grantor is willing to grant Grantee the right to construct, maintain and operate a
public road, utility and drainage improvements on certain portions of the Property
consistent with the terms and conditions of this Agreement.

NOW, THEREFORE, for good and valuable consideration, the receipt and adequacy of
which is hereby mutually acknowledged, Grantor and Grantee agree as follows:

1. Grantor hereby grants to Grantee the perpetual right, privilege and easement to
construct, maintain and operate a public road and utilities over that portion of the
Property described on EXHIBIT B (the “Road and Utility Easement Area”).

2. Grantor hereby grants to Grantee the perpetual right, privilege and easement to
construct, maintain and operate utilities and drainage improvements over, under
and across that portion of the Property described on EXHIBIT C (the “Utility and
Drainage Easement Area™).

3. The location and area of the Road and Utility Easement Area and Utility and
Drainage Easement Area (collectively, the “Easement Areas™) are depicted on
attached EXHIBIT D.

4. The rights granted to Grantee under this Agreement are subject to all existing
matters of public record.
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5. Grantor retains all other rights, title and interest in the Easement Areas, including
but not limited to the right to any subsurface use.

6. Grantor and Grantee agree not to obstruct, impede, or interfere with the other in
the reasonable use of the Easement Areas.

7. Grantee agrees not to cause any damage to or to otherwise misuse the Easement
Areas or the Property. Grantee agrees that the use of the Easement Areas will not
interfere with any existing utilities or improvements on the Property. Grantee
shall be responsible for any damage to the Easement Areas and shall pay Grantor
its reasonable costs of repairing any damage to the Property upon the demand of
Grantor. Any costs, of any nature, associated with the construction, maintenance
and use of the Easement Areas shall be paid for by Grantee.

8. If requested by Grantor, Grantee shall construct, maintain and operate a surface
water drainage system acceptable to Grantor to accommodate any surface water
drainage to or from the Road and Utility Easement Area to or from the Property.

9. Grantee covenants and agrees to indemnify, defend and hold harmless Grantor
from and against all claims, costs, expenses and liability (including reasonable
attorney’s fees and costs of suit incurred in connection with all claims) including
any action or proceedings brought thereon, arising from the construction,
maintenance and use of the Easement Areas.

10. This Agreement shall be binding upon and benefit the parties hereto, their
respective heirs, successors and assigns, and shall run with the land.
