I. Welcome
Margaret Anderson Kelliher, chair, called the meeting to order, outlined the way the meeting would progress, and welcomed everyone. Members of the Task Force and the audience introduced themselves. 

The minutes of the November 23, 2015 meeting were approved. 

Mike Reardon, current president of the Minnesota Association of Community Telecommunications Administrators (MACTA), provided public comments. Mr. Reardon noted that MACTA supports the mission statement developed at the Blandin broadband conference, which is a broad statement of what this Task Force supports. Mr. Reardon also recommended that the Task Force support $100 million in funding for the Border to Border broadband infrastructure grant program; that municipal networks are viable networks where the incumbent provider and no other provider is interested in building a viable network; and that the super majority required in statute (Minn. Stat. §237.19) be eliminated or replaced with a simple majority. 

II. Review of Draft 2015 Task Force Report
The Task Force began its review of the report by discussing the recommendations. Revisions to the draft recommendations were discussed. After a lunch break, the Task Force walked through the text of the report and noted edits. The revised recommendations were discussed. The report and recommendations were then voted on and approved as revised.
