Rules for Contributing to the Minnesota Repository of Coursework (MnROC)
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MnROC is a free, shared repository for coursework syllabi containing links to online coursework materials for use by faculty and trainers in Minnesota’s Adult Basic Education and WorkForce Centers. If you have course materials that are appropriate for adult basic education or WorkForce Center training, you are welcome to register as a contributor and submit your materials. 
Contributors are only allowed to submit Adult Basic Education or WorkForce Center coursework that they created themselves, or through their organization.  
To prevent unnecessary duplication of coursework in the repository, contributors should review existing MnROC course materials before preparing and submitting new course materials. If you’re not sure whether your course materials are appropriate for MnROC, contact the Administrator at: 651-259-7595.
Contributors should download and review a copy of the Contributors – Before You Start Guide. 

Review your coursework materials (handouts, etc.) to make sure all images or content that may have been obtained from an outside source was properly and formally credited. If you need help, use www.citationmachine.net.

Contributors are responsible for posting and maintaining their own course materials online. DEED is not responsible for materials posted by contributors. DEED does not maintain backup copies of course materials posted to wikis or other websites by MnROC contributors. You must make your own backup copy of your course materials.
