Committee of the Whole:  Biomass policy opportunities for Minnesota 
Kathleen Preece will introduce Amanda Bilek, Great Plains Institute, who will review biomass 
policy opportunities for Minnesota. Amanda will discuss opportunities around advanced 
biofuels, renewable chemicals, biomass thermal, and combined heat and power.
