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Minnesota will once again be hiring Agricultural Education Interns in 2017.  The purpose of the Agricultural Education Internship is to spark an interest in current undergraduate students to consider entering the teacher profession, and to provide Agricultural Education students hands-on experience in the teaching profession.  The experience will consist of all aspects of the three-circle educational model, including classroom instruction, FFA, and experiential learning.  Focus will be on summer programing, such as Supervised Agricultural Experience (SAE) visits, county fairs, and FFA leadership retreats.

The program is a 10-week internship; exact dates of the internship are negotiable. The internship may begin as soon as late-May 2017 and end as late as mid-August 2017.  Interns will work 32 hours/week.  One week of the summer will be spent at the Minnesota Association of Agricultural Educators (MAAE) summer conference, providing opportunities for professional development and networking.  The conference will be held in Willmar, Minnesota from July 10-July 13, 2017.

The internship is intended for Agricultural Education majors, however, students with other majors who intend to pursue teacher licensure will also be considered. Current freshmen, sophomores or juniors from any institution should apply; however, they must have the intent to teach in Minnesota.

Interns will be compensated with a salary of $3,500.  Conference lodging, registration, and MAAE membership dues will be provided for the intern.

Minimum Qualifications:
· Candidate must be completing freshman, sophomore, or junior year of college and not have graduated from college or completed student teaching.
· Candidate should be an Agricultural Education major or have the intent to pursue teacher licensure.
· Candidates may be from any institution; however, they must have the intent to teach Agricultural Education in Minnesota.  
· Candidate must be self-motivated, ambitious, and possess a strong desire to learn.
· Candidate must work well with youth and adults. The individual should be a strong communicator.
· Candidate must have a valid driver’s license and reliable transportation.

Internship Credits
Individual study credits may be available through your college or university.  Please contact your institution to see if this internship might qualify for credit.
