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Recording & Depositing Electronic Transfers (CRWs) 

Objective
To record and deposit electronic transfers of Federal Funds.

Policy
Federal funds are electronically transferred to a separate bank account per Office of State Treasurer policy. It is the responsibility of the agency to enter the receipt of funds into the Minnesota Accounting and Procurement System (MAPS) accounting component at the time the funds are requested, using the Cash Receipt Wire Transfer (CRW) document.

	Notifies the respective Federal agency of entitlement to funds, giving the name of bank, bank routing number, and bank account number, where the funds will be electronically transferred to.

	Complete form FI-00515 for CRW deposits and enter the data into MAPS. See MAPS coding instructions for Cash Receipt (CR) documents. When you process CRW documents, the system will place the document in a "Pending" status. The State Treasurer's Office is responsible for the document once it has been placed in pending status.

	Inquire on CRW documents held in the Document Listing (SUSF) on a daily basis within MAPS. Verify with bank whether funds have been credited to the account. If yes, approve the document for processing in MAPS.
