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LAWS RELATING TO THE INSTRUCT10N 

OF DEFECTIVE CHILDREN IN 

PUBLIC SCHOOLS 

(Chapter 194 Laws 1915 as amended by 
Chapters 218 and 219 Laws 1919 and by 
Chapter 366 Laws 1921 and also Chapter 
141 and par ts of Chapter 467 Laws 1921.) 

Section 1. Education of Deaf Children.— 
Upon application Of any special, indepen­

dent or common school distr ict , complying 
with the provisions of this act, made to the 
commissioner of education, he may grant per­
mission to such distr ict to es tabl i sh and 
mainta in within its l imits one or more 
schools for the instruction of deaf chi ldren 
who arc residents of the s tate . 

Any school district which shall main ta in 
one or more such schools, shall through its 
clerk or secre tary report to the commissioner 
of education annual ly , or oftener, if he so 
direct, such facts re la t ive to such school or 
schools as he may require. 

The courses and methods of instruction 
must, comply with such requi rements as may 
he outlined by the s ta le hoard of educat ion. 
All schools for deaf chi ldren establ ished un­
der this act shall be conducted by the com­
bined system which inc ludes the ora l , the 
aural , the manual and every method known 
to this profession: and the course and me­
thods of instruct ion shall he subs tan t ia l ly 
equal or equivalent in efficiency to the course 
and methods of instruction es tabl ished and 
employed in the s t a t e school of the deaf a t 
Far ibaul t , Minnesota. The commissioner of 
education may designate any member of his 
staff as an inspector to visit and note the 
progress of the schools provided for in th is 
act. 

Permiss ion to es tabl ish such special c lasses 
may he granted to dis t r ic ts which have an 
actual a t tendance of not less than five deaf 
children, over four and not exceeding sixteen 
years of age who may come under the pro­
visions of this act. Blind children, defective 
speech chi ldren and mental ly subnormal 
children are not to be admitted to the same 
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class with deaf chi ldren hut must each have 
separa te classes and separa te teachers . 

There shall be paid out of the cur ren t 
school fund in the s t a t e t r ea su ry annual ly in 
the month of July, to the t r ea su re r of the 
school dis t r ic t board, or of the board of edu­
cation, in the school dis tr ict main ta in ing 
such schools or schools under the charge of 
one or more teachers , whose appointment and 
qualifications shall be approved by the com­
missioner of education, the sum of two hun­
dred and fifty ($260) dollars (Chapter 467 
Sec. 10. e. (a) Laws 1921) for each deaf child 
instructed in such school or schools having 
an annual session of at least nine months 
dur ing the year preceding the first day of 
July. 

It shall be the duty of the t r ea su re r of tin-
school dis tr ict or of the board of education 
receiving the aid provided for in this section, 
to render annual ly to the commissioner of 
education an itemized statement of all ex­
pendi tures of said school or schools. Any 
surplus at the end of the year shall be re­
served as a special fund for the education of 
the deaf chi ldren of that distr ict and can be 
used for no other purpose. 

Sec. 2. Education of Blind Children.— 
Upon applicat ion made to the commissioner 

of education by any special, independent or 
common school dis t r ic t , complying with the 
provisions of this act, said commissioner may 
gran t permission to such dis t r ic t to es tabl i sh 
and main ta in within its l imits one or more 
c lasses for the instruction of blind chi ldren 
who a re residents of the s ta te . 

Any school dis t r ic t which shall mainta in 
one or more such classes shall , through its 
clerk or secre tary , report to the commissioner 
of educat ion annual ly , or oftener if he so 
direct , such facts re la t ive to such class or 
c lasses as he may require . 

The courses, methods of instruct ion and 
supervision, the conditions under which teach­
ers a re employed and the equipment must 
comply with such requi rements as may be 
prescr ibed by the s tate board of education. 
Teachers in such classes shall be appointed 

as are other public school t eachers . They 
shall possess the usual qualifications re­
quired of t eachers in the public schools, and 
in addition thereto such special t r a i n i n g as 
the board of education or the commissioner 
may require . 

Permission to establ ish such special c las­
ses shall be granted to aforesaid d is t r ic ts 
which have an actual a t tendance of not less 
than live blind children of school age, who 
may come under the provisions of this act; 
provided, however, that nothing in this act 
shall be construed as preventing parents of 
any such chi ldren from sending their child­
ren to s late school for blind, if they so elect. 

For the purposes of this act, any person of 
sound mind who. by reason of defective s ight , 
cannot profitably or safely be educated in 
the public schools as other children, shall be 
considered blind, and. after the es tabl ishment 
of such classes by any school dis t r ic t , the 
compulsory school laws of this s ta te shall 
be deemed to apply to such chi ldren under 
the age of sixteen years . 

There shall be paid out of the current 
school fund, in the state treasury annually 
in the month of July, to the treasurer or the 
school dis tr ict hoard or the hoard of educa­
tion, in the school d is t r ic t ma in ta in ing such 
class or classes, the sum of three hundred 
($300) dol lars for necessary school expense 
on account of each blind child instructed in 
such c lass or classes, hav ing an annual ses­
sion of at least nine months during the year 
preceding the first day of July, providing such 
child has been in a t tendance the full nine 
months or a proport ionate amount for such 
t ime as they have at tended. 

It shall be the duty of the t r e a s u r e r of 
the school dis t r ic t or the board of education 
receiving aid provided for in this section, to 
render annual ly to the commissioner of edu­
cation, an itemized s t a t emen t of all expen­
di tures of said class or classes. Any surp lus 
at the end of the year not expended for sa­
lar ies of special teachers , special supervis ion, 
special equipment, special mater ia l and t r ans -
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portation of pupils of such class or classes, 
shall be reserved as a special fund for the 
education of blind children of that district 
and can be used for no other purpose. 

Sec. 3. Education of Defective Speech 
Children.—Section one (1) of this act shall, 
so far as applicable, provide for and apply to 
schools for defective speech children, except 
that these schools shall be under the control 
of the commissioner of education and that 
there shall be paid out of the special state 
aid fund annually in the month of July to 
the treasurer of the school district maintain­
ing a school or schools for defective speech 
children under the charge of one or more 
teachers whose appointment and qualifications 
shall be approved by the commissioner of 
education, such sum as such district may be 
entitled to for the instruction of defective 
speech children under provisions of the state 
aid law.—Chapter 467, Sec. 17 Laws 1921. 

Under such rules as the State Board of 
Education may establish, the state shall pay 
annually to any school district * * * * 
(d) for children with defective speech, not 
to exceed fifteen hundred dollars ($1500.00) 
for each teacher engaged exclusively in this 
work.—Chapter 467, Sec. 10. e (d).Laws 1921. 

Sec. 4. Education of Mental Subnormal 
Children.—Section one (1) of this act shall, 
so far as applicable, provide for and apply 
to schools for mental subnormal children, ex­
cept that these schools shall be under the 
control of the commissioner of education and 
that there shall be paid out of the current 
school fund in the state treasury annually in 
the month of July to the treasurer of the 
school district maintaining a school or 
schools for mental subnormal children, under 
the charge of one or more teachers whose 
appointment and qualifications shall be ap­
proved by the commissioner of education, the 
sum of one hundred dollars ($100.00) for each 
mental subnormal child instructed in such 
school or schools having an annual session 
of at least nine months during the year next 
preceding the first day of July. 

Sec. 5. Limitation of Attendance.—Permis­
sion to establish such special classes as may 
come under the provisions of sections 3 and 
4 of this act, may be granted to districts 
which have an actual attendance of not less 
than five children of school age. 

SCHOOLS FOR CRIPPLED CHILDREN 

Section 1. School Districts May Establish 
Schools for Crippled Children.—Upon appli-
•cation made to the Commissioner of Education 
by any school district, complying with, the 
provisions of this Act, said Commissioner 
may grant permission to such district ' to 
establish and maintain within its limits one 
or more classes for the instruction of crip­
pled children who are residents of the state, 
providing there shall be .not less than five 
crippled children of school age in each class. 

The courses, method of instruction and su­
pervision, the conditions under which teach­
ers and helpers are employed, and the equip­
ment, must comply with such requirements as 
may be prescribed by the Commissioner of 
Education. Teachers in such classes shall 
be appointed as are other public school teach­
ers, and shall possess the usual qualifications 
required of teachers in public schools, and 
in addition thereto, such special training as 
the Commissioner of Education may require. 
Nurses appointed to such schools shall be 
registered nurses, and shall be subject only 
to such additional examination as the Com­
missioner of Education may require, and 
their appointments shall be on the same ba­
sis as public school teachers. 

For the purposes of this Act, any child of 
school age. other than one of defective hear­
ing, speech or sight, and who is of normal 
mind but is deformed in body or limb and 
who cannot profitably or safely be educated 
in the regular classes as other children, shall 
be considered crippled and required to attend 
such classes, unless excused because of in­
fectious disease or other conditions making 
attendance undesirable. 

Any school district maintaining one or 
more such classes, shall, through its Super-



intendent, report to the Commissioner of 
Education annually, or oftener if he so de­
sires, such facts relative to such class or 
classes as he may require, and such Super­
intendent shall render annually to the Com­
missioner of Education an itemized statement 
of all expenditures of said class or classes. 

There shall be paid out of the current 
school fund in the state treasury, annually 
at the same time as other state school aid is 
paid, to the treasurer of the school district 
hoard, or of the board of education, in the 
school district maintaining such class or 
classes the sum of $250 (Chapter 467 Sec. 10. 
e. (e). Laws 1921) for necessary school ex­
penses including salaries for teachers and 
nurses, transportation, special supplies and. 
equipment, on account of each crippled child 
instructed in such class or classes having an 
annual session of at least nine months dur­
ing the year preceding the first day of July. 
provided such child has been in attendance 
the full nine months or such proportionate 
part of $250 (Chapter 467, Sec. 10. e. (e). 
Laws 1921) as shall correspond to the actual 
time of attendance of each pupil.—Chapter 
141 Laws 1921, 

PAYMENT OF STATE AID 

The special state aid fund and all other 
sums made available by the Legislature as 
special state aid to schools shall be paid in 
the following manner: 

On or before the first day of October in 
each year, it shall be the duty of the com­
missioner of education to deliver to the state 
auditor a certificate in duplicate, for each 
class of schools in each county of the state 
entitled to receive state aid under the provi­
sions of this act. Upon the receipt of such 
certificate, it shall be the duty of the state 
auditor to draw his warrant upon the state 
treasurer in favor of the county treasurer for 
the amount shown by each certificate to be 
due to the several schools therein enumerat­
ed. The state auditor shall transmit such 
warrants to the county auditor together with 
a copy of the certificate prepared by the 
commissioner of education.

Upon receipt by the county auditor of such 
warrant and the certificate, it shall be the 
duty of the county auditor to credit the sev­
eral school districts with the amounts stated 
in said certificate, then charging the county 
treasurer with the aggregate amount so re­
ceived, and forwith deliver to the county 
treasurer the said warrant or warrants. The 
funds so credited to the several school dis­
tricts shall be paid to the treasurers thereof 
in the same manner now provided by law for 
the payment of school funds to school dis­
trict treasurers.—Chapter 467, Sec. 13, Laws 
1921. 
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STANDARDS RELATING TO SPECIAL CLAS­
SES FOB DEFECTIVES 

Application. On or before the first day of 
August each year an • application shall be 
filed with the commissioner of education for 
the es tabl ishment of such class or classes 
as the school board may desire to maintain . 
The b lank form of such application may be 
secured from the office of the commissioner 
of education. 

Admission of Pupils. No child rh be 
admitted to any special class, until such child 
has been properly examined by a licensed 
physician and a record of such examinat ion 
has been filed with the local school author i ­
t ies . In cases where physical defects have 
been found, t r ea tment must be provided and 
a complete record of such t rea tment shall 
also be placed on file with the local school 
au thor i t ies . A duplicate of such records shall 
be furnished to the t eacher in whose class 
the child is enrolled, and the same must be 
carefully preserved. For age l imits see 
Chap. 194, Laws of 1915, as amended by Chap. 
218 and Chap. 120. Laws of 1919, and also 
Chapter 366 Laws 1921. 

Certificates of Teache r s . Each teacher in 
order to be properly qualified for the work 
must hold a special certificate, issued by 
the commissioner of education. Such certifi­
cate is valid only for one of the five groups 
enumera ted in Chapter 194, Laws of 1915, as 
amended by Chap. 12!) and Chap.' 218, Laws 
of 1919, and also Chapters 366 and Ml Laws 
1921. Certificates may he general or local, 
depending in each case upon the qualifications 
of the person to whom the certificate is is­
sued. A general certificate is valid through­
out the s tate . A local certificate is limited 
to a pa r t i cu l a r school system. Local cer t i ­
ficates will be issued only upon the recom­
mendation of the super intendent of the 
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school system in which such teacher seeks to 
secure employment. 

Records and Reports . A complete at tend­
ance record of each child must be kept and 
reports required by the commissioner of edu­
cation shall be made from time to t ime, as 
he may direct . 

Rooms. All rooms assigned to pupils of 
special classes shall conform to the s t anda rds 
of the s ta te board of education as outlined in 
its bulletin enti t led "Buildings and Sanita­
tion." Such rooms must be kept in good con­
dition and be equipped with sui table furni­
t u r e and appara tus . 

CLASSES OF SUBNORMAL CHILDREN 

Enrol lment . The maximum number of pu­
pils in any one class assigned to one t eacher 
shal l not exceed fifteen. 

Qualification of Teache r s . Each teacher 
must have had the academic and the profes­
sional t r a i n i n g required of t eachers of ele­
mentary school grades in the public schools 
of the state, and must also have had two 
years ' successful experience in t each ing nor­
mal chi ldren. In addition thereto each teach­
e r is required to have had one year ' s spe­
c ia l t r a in ing in deal ing with the problem of 
the subnormal child. Such t ra in ing shall 
have been received at an inst i tut ion approved 
by the commissioner of education. In lieu of 
one year ' s continuous t ra in ing , special cour­
s e s at summer schools may be accepted for 
such part of the work as they represent . 

Conditions for Admission of Pupi ls . of 
addition to the physical examinat ion by a li­
censed physician, as required for all chi ldren 
in special c lasses , the following r equ i remen t s 
a re made for classes of subnormal chi ldren: 

L Only such children may be admit ted to 
these c lasses as have been properly examined 
as to their mental condition by the use of 
s t andard tes t s accepted and approved by the 
commissioner of education. 

2. Admission of pupi ls to these c lasses 
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shall be restricted to those certified by the 
superintendent of schools or by such assist­
ant as he may designate. 

3. No child shall he admitted to these 
classes whose mental development is less than 
fifty or more than eighty-live per cent of that 
of an average normal child of corresponding 
age. All children With a mental development 
of over eighty-five per cent shall he regarded 
as normal in intel lectual capacity, i rrespec­
tive of the amount of pedagogical re tardat ion 
or other pecul iar i t ies . All children with a 
mental development, below fifty per cent shall 
be regarded as too defective for proper care 
and t ra in ing in the public schools and shall 
so far as possible, be sent to the proper s tate 

institution at Faribault. Children with a 
mental development between fifty and seven­
ty-live per cent of that of an average normal 
child shall also be regarded as cases re­
qu i r ing commitment to the s ta te inst i tut ion 
at Faribaul t on their leaving the public 
schools, and shall be so recorded. 

4. Children suffering from remediable phy­
sical defects shall receive proper t rea tment 
and it shall be the duly of the school board 
to require or provide such t rea tment . In 
each case t r ea tment of physical defects shall 
precede admission into the special class. If 
the required menial examinat ion is made 
within less than six months following the 
t r ea tmen t of physical defects, a second men­
tal examinat ion shall be made from six to 
twelve months after the first, and the child 
shall be excluded from the special class, if 
sufficient mental improvement is found. Sub­
normal children with physical defects for 
which no t reatment is given will not. ent i t le 
the school to s tate aid for the i r a t tendance. 

Methods of Instruct ion. The general char­
ac ter of the instruction shall be largely in­
dividual, based upon the mental age of the 
pupil, his in teres ts , habits, peculiar i t ies , pre­
vious history, home conditions, and other per­
sonal charac te r i s t i c s . Academic and indus­
t r ia l work shall be so arranged that the pu­
pil may readily take up one or the other at 
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such in tervals as will best promote his ad­
vancement. Moral instruct ion, personal hy­
giene, good habi ts , and o ther instruct ion for 
e levat ing the ideals of pupils shall receive 
vital consideration in each class, and teach­
ers shall use every opportunity for ins t i l l ing 
in the minds of these pupils the physical and 
social value of clean, upright, useful l iving. 
Flexibil i ty of program and adaptat ion of 
work to capaci t ies of pupils are the vital fac­
tors to be considered in deal ing with methods 
of instruction. 

State Aid. In computing the amount of 
s tate aid. each school system shall be award­
ed $100 per child in a t tendance dur ing the 
ent ire year and a pro r a t a amount for a 
shor ter period, but in no case shall the am­
ount so awarded exceed the amount ac tual ly 
paid for t eachers ' sa la r i es , special supervi­
sion, special equipment, special mater ia l and 
t ranspor ta t ion of pupils in such class or c las­
ses. No aid shall be allowed for a child in 
a t tendance less than twenty days. 

CLASSES OF DEAF CHILDREN 

Enrollment, The maximum number of pu­
pils in any one class assigned to one t eacher 
shall not exceed ten. 

Qualifications of Teachers. Bach teacher 
must have had the academic and the pro­
fessional t r a in ing required of t eachers in ele­
mentary school grades in the public schools 
of the s tate . The special t r a in ing for teach­
ing the deaf shall be equivalent to that re­
quired of teachers doing corresponding work 
in the State School for the Deaf. 

Conditions for Admission of Pupils. In 
addition to the physical examinat ion by a li­
censed physician, as required for all child­
ren in special classes, an au r i cu la r exami­
nation shall be made of each child in accor­
dance with s tandard tes ts accepted and ap­
proved by the commissioner of education. 

Methods of instruction. "The combined 
system, which," according to the s ta tu tes , 
"includes the oral, the aura l , the manual and 
every method known to th is profession shall 
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be used in the special classes, and the defi­
nit ions of these methods as given in the Am­
erican Annals of the Deaf shall ho accepted 
as de te rmining the method of the instruct ion 
given: 

1. THE COMBINED SYSTEM. Speech and 
speech-reading a re regarded as very impor­
tant, but mental development and the acqui­
sition of language are regarded as still more 
important . It. is believed that in many cases 
mental development and the acquisit ion of 
language can be best promoted by the Manu­
al or the Manual Alphabet method and, so 
far as c i rcumstances permit , such method is 
chosen for each pupil as seems best adapted 
for his individual case. Speech and speech-
reading a re taught where the measure or 
success seems likely to justify the labor 
expended, and in most of the schools some 
of the pupils are taught wholly or chiefly by 
the Oral method or by the Aur icular method. 

2. THE ORAL METHOD. Speech and 
speech-reading, together with wri t ing, a r e 
made the chief means of instruct ion, and fa­
cility in speech and speech-reading, as well 
as mental development and wri t ten language, 
is aimed at. .There is a difference in differ­
ent schools in the extent to which the use 
of na tu ra l signs is allowed in the early part 
of the course and also in the prominence 
given to wri t ing as an auxi l iary to speech 
and speech-reading in the course of ins t ruc­
tion; but they a re differences only in degree. 
and the end aimed at is the same in all . 

3. THE AURICULAR METHOD. The hea r ­
ing of semi-deaf pupils is utilized and devel­
oped to the grea tes t possible extent and. 
with or without the aid of artificial applian­
ces, the i r education is carr ied on chiefly 
through the use of speech and hearing, to­
gether with wri t ing. The aim of the method 
is to graduate its pupils as hard-of-hearing 
speaking people instead of deaf-mutes. 

4. THE MANUAL METHOD. Signs, the 
manual alphabet , and wri t ing are the chief 
means used in the instruct ion of the pupils , 
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and the pr incipal objects aimed a t a re men­
tal development and facility in the compre­
hension and use of wri t ten language. The 
degree of relat ive impor tance given to these 
three means var ies in different schools; but 
it is a difference only in degree, and the 
end aimed a t is the same in all . 

5. THE MANUAL ALPHABET METHOD. 
The manual alphabet and wr i t ing a re the 
chief means used in the ins t ruct ion of the 
pupils, and the pr incipal objects aimed at 
are mental development and facility in the 
comprehension and use of wri t ten language . 
Speech and speech-reading a re taught to all 
of the pupils in the school ( the Western New 
York Ins t i tu t ion) recorded as following this 
method. 

State Aid. In computing the amount of 
s ta te aid, each school system shall be award­
ed $250 per child in a t tendance du r ing the 
ent i re year and a pro ra ta amount for a 
shor te r period, but in no case shall the am­
ount so awarded exceed the amount ac tual ly 
paid for t eachers ' sa la r i es , special supervi­
sion, special equipment, special ma te r i a l s and 
t ranspor ta t ion of pupils in such class or 
classes. No aid shall be allowed for a child 
in a t tendance less than twenty days. 

CLASSES FOR CHILDREN OK DEFECTIVE 
SPEECH 

Enrollment. The chi ldren in these c lasses 
shall be enrolled in the regular classes of 
the school and shall meet the teacher of 
th is work in a room set apart for the exclu­
sive use of such teacher . The teacher shall 
keep an accura te daily record of the t ime 
spent with each pupil or group of pupi ls . 
The number of pupi ls to be ins t ructed daily 
shall be determined from the cha rac t e r of the 
work which must necessar i ly be done and 
may vary from time to t ime. 

Qualifications of Teache r s . Each teacher 
must have had the academic and the profes­
sional t r a in ing required of t eachers in ele­
mentary school grades in the public schools 
of the s tate . The special t r a in ing required 
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shall include such courses as are given in 
approved ins t i tu t ions for the t r a in ing of the 
organs of speech and the correction of speech 
defects. 

Conditions for Admission of Pupils . in 
addit ion to the physical examinat ion by a li­
censed physician, as required for all child­
ren in special classes, it is essential t h a t the 
p a r t i c u l a r type of speech defect be deter­
mined, and a record made for each pupil. 

Methods of Trea tment . Each case must be 
recognized as a special problem, and t rea t ­
ment based upon a scientific unders tanding of 
the essential na ture of the defect. Correct 
habi ts of respirat ion, encouragement of self-
confidence, and the cult ivation of complete 
relaxation While using the voice, are essen­
t ia l . The na tura l use of the voice as in 
singing, imitation, conversation, and reading 
is the recognized means of t each ing expres­
sion and no mechanica l devices or question­
able pract ices will under any considerat ion 
be permit ted. 

Stale Aid. Each school dis t r ic t shall re­
ceive not to exceed fifteen hundred dol lars 
($1500) for each teacher engaged exclusively 
in th is work, but in no case shall the amount 
awarded exceed the amount actually paid for 
t eachers ' sa lar ies , special supervision, spe­
cial equipment, and t ranspor ta t ion of pupi ls . 

CLASSES OF BLIND CHILDREN 

Enrol lment . The chi ldren in these c lasses 
shall be enrolled in the regular classes of 
the school and shall meet the special teacher 
in a room set apa r t for t h e exclus ive use of 
such teacher . The teacher shall keep an 
accura te daily record of the t ime spent with 
each pupil or group of pupi ls . The number 
of pupils to be instructed daily shall be de­
te rmined from the cha rac te r of the work 
which must necessar i ly be done and may 
vary from time to t ime. 

Qualifications of Teachers . Each t e a c h e r 
mus t have had the academic and the profes­
sional t r a in ing required of t eachers in ele-
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mentary school grades in the public schools 
of the s ta te . The special t r a i n i n g for teach­
e r s of blind chi ldren shall be equivalent to 
tha t required of t eachers doing corresponding 
work in the State School for the Blind at 
Fa r ibau l t . 

Conditions for Admission of Pupi ls . In 
addition to the physical examinat ion by a l i­
censed physic ian , as required for all chi ldren 
in special c lasses , a special examinat ion shall 
be made of each pupil to de te rmine the de­
gree of defective sight, whenever total blind­
ness does not exist . 

Methods of Ins t ruc t ion . The courses of­
fered and the methods of instruct ion shall he 
equivalent to the courses and methods of in­
s t ruct ion es tab l i shed and employed in the 
State School for the Blind at Fa r ibau l t . 

Special Aid. In computing the amount of 
s t a t e aid, each school system shall be award­
ed $300 per child in a t tendance dur ing the 
ent i re year and a pro r a t a amount for a shor­
te r period, hut in no case shall the amount 
so awarded exceed the amount actual ly paid 
for t eachers ' sa la r ies , special supervis ion, 
special equipment , special mater ia l and t r a n s ­
por ta t ion of pupils in such class or c lasses . 
No aid shal l he allowed for a child in at­
tendance less than twenty days . 

SCHOOLS FOR CRIPPLED CHILDREN 

Qualifications of Teachers . Each t eache r 
must have had the academic and the pro­
fessional t r a in ing required of t eache r s in 
graded e lementary schools and in addit ion 
thereto not less t han two years ' successful 
experience in teaching. 

Qualifications of Nurses . Regis tered nur­
ses, devoting p a r t or full t ime to the work 
of these classes, shall p resen t to the com­
missioner of education sat isfactory evidence 
of having had the requis i te t r a in ing for the 
proper care of cr ippled children including 
a knowledge of physio- therapy and orthope­
dics . 
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Instruction. Pupils in these classes may 
be taught by a special teacher or by a quali­
fied teacher in the regular grades of the 
school. Physical and industrial training 
shall also be given such pupils as can profit 
by such training. 

State Aid. In computing the amount of 
state aid, each school district shall be award­
ed $250 per child in attendance during the 
entire year and a pro rata amount for a 
shorter period, but in no case shall the am­
ount awarded exceed the amount actually 
paid for necessary school expenses including 
salaries for teachers and nurses, transporta­
tion, special supplies and equipment
