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Official Rules

• Any entry that infringes on copyright will not be judged. 

Winners 
• Three winners from each grade group (K-5, 6-8 and 9-12) may be selected. 
• The school contact, named on the School Entry form, will be notified by a representative from the 

State of Minnesota’s MN.IT Services. 
• All winners will receive recognition from the State of Minnesota. 
• The winning entries will be submitted to the National Multi-State Information Sharing and Analysis 

Center (MS-ISAC), Cyber Security Awareness National Calendar Contest. 
• The winning posters may be displayed on the MN.IT Services website and may be used in a 

campaign to raise awareness among children of all ages about Internet and computer safety.

• Being careful with email (not sending worms and viruses) 
• Being careful not to download malicious code from games or websites  
• How online gaming and gambling can be dangerous  
• Protecting against identity theft 
• Safe use of social networks such as Twitter, Facebook, Instagram, etc. 
• Any original concepts that illustrate safe use of the Internet or mobile devices
