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PROCEDURAL HISTORY

On October 22, 1993, customers in the Red Wing exchange filed a petition seeking extended
area service (EAS) to the Minneapolis/St. Paul metropolitan calling area (the MCA). The
Red Wing exchange is served by US WEST Communications, Inc. (US WEST).

On February 3, 1994, the Commission issued its ORDER FINDING ADJACENCY AND
SUFFICIENT TRAFFIC VOLUME AND REQUIRING THE FILING OF COST STUDIES
AND PROPOSED RATES in this docket.

Between April 19, 1994, and September 1, 1994, affected telephone companies filed their cost
studies, proposed rates, and related data.

The Department of Public Service (the Department) filed comments on May 19, 1994, and
September 6, 1994. The Department did not take issue with any part of the cost studies or
proposed rates.

The matter came before the Commission for consideration on October 18, 1994.

FINDINGS AND CONCLUSIONS

Minn. Stat. § 237.161 provides that when EAS is sought to the MCA, 75% of the costs of
providing EAS shall be apportioned to the petitioning exchange and 25% to the petitioned



exchanges. The proposed rates follow the allocation required under the statute. The proposed
rate additives for Red Wing are as follows:

IFR $10.44
2FR 8.09
RIM 3.35%
1FB 26.13
TCK 27.54
LMB 2.47*
ISP 26.13

* indicates the measured rate additives, which are US WEST's proposed lower cost alternatives.
Under the US WEST lower cost alternative, the customer switches to measured service for all
local and EAS calling. Three hours (180 minutes) are included in the base price for residential
customers. No allowance is given to business customers. After the call allowance is used, the
following rates are applied:
