ORDER ACCEPTING PROPOSED FILING
PROCEDURE

PROCEDURAL HISTORY

On November 16, 1993, the Commission issued its ORDER ESTABLISHING FILING
SCHEDULE in Docket No. E-999/RP-93-729.  In that document the Commission established
July 1, 1995, as the deadline for an initial resource plan filing by Dairyland Power Cooperative
(Dairyland).

On April 19, 1995, the Commission issued a Notice Seeking Comments in the above-captioned
docket.  The Commission noted that Dairyland may not have learned of its filing deadline at the
proper time due to a service-list error.  The Commission also noted that Dairyland had concerns
regarding possible conflicts between the requirements of the Minnesota filing and filing
requirements established by other jurisdictions.1  The Commission asked interested parties to
comment on whether Dairyland’s filing date should be changed and how the filing could be
coordinated with Dairyland’s other regulatory requirements.

On May 12, 1995, the Department of Public Service (the Department) filed comments in
response to the Notice.  The Department expressed its willingness to work with the parties to
coordinate Dairyland’s filings with its other regulatory filing obligations.  The Department did
not recommend extending Dairyland’s filing deadline.

On May 15, 1995, Dairyland filed reply comments.  Dairyland stated that it had only recently
learned of its Minnesota resource planning filing deadline.  Dairyland explained that it does not
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own, operate, or plan any generation facilities in Minnesota.  Only 29,000 of Dairyland’s
197,000 retail customers are located in Minnesota.  

Dairyland stated that it has filed seven integrated resource plans with the Wisconsin Public
Service Commission.  Dairyland requested that the Commission allow Dairyland to file a copy of
its Wisconsin resource plan Technical Document, along with an executive summary tying
Dairyland’s Wisconsin Advance Plan (resource plan) filing with Minnesota circumstances.  If
the Commission would consider this filing as a resource plan under Minn. Stat. § 216B.2422,
Dairyland would not be forced to waste its limited time and resources on two separate but related
resource plan efforts.

No other party filed reply comments.

On June 8, 1995, the matter came before the Commission for consideration.

FINDINGS AND CONCLUSIONS

The Commission agrees with Dairyland and the Department that Dairyland should be allowed to
coordinate its Minnesota resource plan filing obligations with those of the Wisconsin
Commission.  It would not be cost-beneficial for this small cooperative’s customers to require
separate efforts for Minnesota and Wisconsin.  Submission of the Wisconsin AP7 Technical
Document and an executive summary relating the pertinent issues of Wisconsin’s Advance Plan
to Minnesota circumstances should fulfill the spirit and intent of the Minnesota resource plan
statute. 

The Commission notes also that Minn. Stat. § 216B.2422 states that the Commission, when
dealing with cooperatives, “...shall consider the filing requirements and decisions in any
comparable proceedings in another jurisdiction.”  

For these reasons, the Commission will allow Dairyland to file its resource plan by submitting its
Wisconsin AP7 Technical Document and an executive summary of its Wisconsin Advance Plan,
including explanations of issues related to Minnesota and necessary significant updates. 
Because Dairyland stated that it intends to make this filing by its July 1 Minnesota deadline, the
Commission will not consider granting a time extension for the filing.
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ORDER

1. On or before July 1, 1995, Dairyland shall file its Wisconsin AP7 Technical Document
and an executive summary of its Wisconsin Advance Plan, including explanations of
issues related to Minnesota and necessary significant updates, as its resource plan filing
required under Minn. Stat. § 216B.2422.

2. This Order shall become effective immediately.
