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ORDER DENYING RECONSIDERATION

PROCEDURAL HISTORY

On October 24, 1997 the Commission issued its ORDER DENYING RELIEF AND
DISMISSING COMPLAINT in this case.  That Order dismissed a complaint claiming that U S
WEST Communications, Inc. must establish a separate demarcation point for telephone service
for each rental lot within the Wee Villa Resort, a 39-acre recreational complex near Fergus Falls
in Otter Tail County.  

On November 13, 1997 the Department of Public Service filed a motion for reconsideration of
the Order.  Mr. Cory Heit, the owner of Wee Villa Resort, filed a letter supporting the motion.  
U S WEST Communications, Inc. filed comments opposing reconsideration.  

On March 16, 1999 the matter came before the Commission.  

FINDINGS AND CONCLUSIONS

The Commission has reviewed the record and heard the arguments of all parties.  

The motion for reconsideration does not raise new issues, point to new and relevant evidence,
expose errors or ambiguities in the original Order, or otherwise persuade the Commission that it
should rethink its original decision.  The Commission concludes that the original decision is the
one most consistent with the facts, the law, and the public interest.     

The original decision was limited to the unique facts of the Wee Villa case, as is this decision.  

The motion for reconsideration will be denied.  

ORDER
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1. The motion for reconsideration filed by the Department of Public Service is hereby
denied.  

2. This Order shall become effective immediately.
