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PROCEDURAL HISTORY

On March 27, 1996, subscribers in the Lafayette telephone exchange filed a petition for Extended
Area Service (EAS) to the New Ulm exchange. At that time, US WEST Communications, Inc.
(USWC) served the Lafayette exchange. ' New Ulm Telecom

(New Ulm) serves the New Ulm exchange.

On April 15, 1996, the Minnesota Department of Public Services (the Department) sent a letter to
the petitioning sponsor requesting traffic information from USWC.

On May 14, 1996, USWC submitted a twelve-month traffic study from April 1995 to

March 1996. The study showed that for each month during the study period, the number of
Lafayette subscribers making three or more calls to the New Ulm exchange exceeded 50 percent
of the lines in the Lafayette exchange.

On May 24, 1996, the Department filed comments stating that the petition was valid. The
Department recommended that the Commission order the affected telephone companies to file
cost studies and proposed rates.

' Century now serves the petitioning Lafayette exchange. Effective October 1, 1997,
Northland Telephone Company d/b/a PTI Communications (PTI) acquired the Lafayette
exchange from USWC along with 31 other rural exchanges. PTI subsequently sold its
Minnesota exchanges to Century Telephone, which has now changed its name to CenturyTel of
Minnesota (Century)



On October 4, 1996, the Commission issued its ORDER REQUIRING COST STUDIES AND
PROPOSED RATES. In its Order, the Commission found that the Lafayette exchange was
adjacent to the New Ulm exchange and that the calling volume from Lafayette to New Ulm met
the Commission traffic criterion.

On February 10 and 11, 1997, the affected companies filed cost studies and proposed rates.
On March 28, 1997, the Department proposed rates and further actions to be taken.

On May 26, 1998, CenturyTel of Minnesota (Century) filed a modified cost study schedule for the
proposed route.

On September 11, 1998, the Department filed supplemental comments based upon the new studies
submitted by Century. The Department recommended a 60/40 allocation of costs.

On June 18,1999, the Commission issued its ORDER ESTABLISHING RATES FOR POLLING.
In this Order the Commission adopted rates and directed polling of subscribers in the Lafayette

exchange.

Polling of the subscribers in the Lafayette exchange took place between January 7 and
February 22, 2000.

On March 28, 2000 the Commission met to consider this matter.

FINDINGS AND CONCLUSIONS

I. Certification of Polling Results

The results of the polling show that a majority of voting subscribers in the Lafayette exchange
voted in favor of EAS between Lafayette and New Ulm. The results were as follows:

II. Order for Installation



The third and final criterion for EAS is that the majority of customers responding to a poll in the
petitioning exchange favor the proposed EAS. Because a majority of the Lafayette customers
returning their ballots voted in favor of EAS between Lafayette and New Ulm the third and final
criterion for this route is met.

Accordingly the Commission will direct Century to implement the requested EAS route within 12
months of the date of this Order. To expedite and coordinate the implementation process, the
Commission will order Century to coordinate the implementation of EAS with the telephone
company serving New Ulm and file a schedule of the planned implementation within 60 days of
this Order. Century will also be required to immediately notify the Commission if there is any
change in the implementation schedule and explain the reasons for the change.

I11. Miscellaneous

Details regarding required customer notices, recovery of non-recurring costs and tariff filing
requirements are set forth in the Ordering paragraphs.

ORDER

1. The petition for EAS between Lafayette and New Ulm is approved. Century shall
implement the service within 12 months following the date of this Order.

2. Century shall coordinate implementation of EAS with the telephone company that serves
the petitioned exchange and file an implementation schedule within 60 days of this Order.
If, for some reason, the implementation schedule changes, Century shall immediately
notify the Commission and explain the reason(s) for the change(s).

3. Century shall file the first of two proposed customer notices for approval by the
Commission within 10 days of the date of this Order. The notices shall list the results of
the polling, the EAS additives and the proposed implementation date. After approval, the
Company shall serve the notice in the first possible billing cycle for its Lafayette
exchange.

4. Century shall send a final, Commission approved, notice to its Lafayette customers, either
by bill insert or separate mailing. This final notice shall describe the service, instruct
customers on dialing, list the additional monthly rates, the date of implementation and any
other pertinent information. The Company shall issue this final notice one month before it
implements EAS.



5. Century shall make any requests for recovery of non-recurring costs at least 120 days
before the planned implementation date. The Department shall have 30 days to comment
on the proposed charges.

6. New Ulm Telecom (New Ulm) shall file proposed customer notices, for customers in the
petitioned exchange of New Ulm, for approval by Commission staff 90 days before the
anticipated implementation dates for these EAS routes. This notification shall describe the
service, instruct customers on dialing, list the additional rates to be paid and the date of
implementation. New Ulm shall include its notice in the billing cycles that conclude at
least one month, but not more than two months, before EAS is implemented.

7. All affected companies shall file tariff sheets reflecting Commission Orders that establish
the rates and terms for EAS between Lafayette and New Ulm at least 30 days before the
implementation of EAS.

8. This Order shall become effective immediately.
