Notes About City and Township Estimates
This file contains two different geographic area codes.  The first code is based on the Federal Information Processing Standards (FIPS) codes used in Census Bureau products.  The field named FIPS10 is a 10 digit combination of the state (2 digits), county (3 digits) and subcounty FIPS codes (5 digits)   Dependent cities receive special treatment in this file.  The 5 digit FIPS place code for the dependent city is used in this file rather than the FIPS subcounty code of its township.
The second geographic area code, STATE_COUNTY_CTU, is a 13 digit combination of the state (2 digits), county (3 digits) and minor civil division (8 digits) geographic codes used by MnGeo in its CTU (city, township, unorganized) database.  The Minnesota CTU database is a subset of the federal Geographic Names Information System (GNIS) database.  The GNIS codes have replaced the FIPS codes as the standard for federal agencies.
The following geographic changes have occurred since the 2010 Census:  
· Tenney city in Wilkin County dis-incorporated in 2011 and was absorbed by Campbell Township
· Hassan Township in Hennepin County was annexed by Rogers city in 2011
· Byron city annexed into Dodge County in 2011
· Iron Range Township in Itasca County was annexed by Taconite city effective January 1, 2013.
· Carlton city and Thomson city in Carlton County were merged  as Carlton city, effective January 1, 2015.
· Liberty Township in Itasca County was dissolved in 2015.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Rice Lake township in St. Louis County incorporated as Rice Lake city in 2015.
