
Minnesota Local Estimation Process

Update estimates  for 
boundary changes 
since last cycle

Calculate household 
change, for places with 
building permit data by 
applying occupancy rate 
to total units permitted

Household change is 
change in number of 
homesteads for all 
other places

Calculate household 
population by multiplying the 
number of households by the 
average household size

Calculate group 
quarters change and 
make adjusted 
group quarters 
estimate

Add household 
population and 
group quarters 
population to 
determine total 
population

Bring in wider area dynamics by 
summing the population estimate for 
each county and create proportional 
adjustment using  current vintage 
county household population 
estimates from the  Census Bureau 

Household estimate is sum 
of previous household 
estimate and household 
change

Review estimates for any 
inconsistencies with ACS, 
PPH and occupancy data, 
utility data, and homestead 
data.  Make changes as 
needed

Merge estimates with mailing list of city 
and township clerks.  Send file to MNIT for 
final processing.  Generate a file with a 
cover letter, estimates page and challenge 
instructions and sent to MNIT print shop 
for printing and insertion in envelopes

Delivered to Central 
Mail for mailing by 
June 1

Accept challenges until June 24.  
Evaluate challenges and make 
necessary cnahges

Deliver final 
estimates  to MN 
Department of 
Revenue by July 15
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
