IV. New business 

A. EdTPA Standard Setting Presentation: E. Doan presented the history of the requirement for a teacher performance assessment and the work leading up to the standard setting event for edTPA in Minnesota. Heather Klesch and Kellie Crawford of the Evaluation Systems Group of Pearson joined the meeting via telephone to explain the process of the edTPA standard setting and the basis for the group recommendations brought forward.  Members of the Board will review the data presented and will be voting to set a standard for the performance of candidates within MN teacher preparation programs.
B. ACT Review of Minnesota Rule: 
E. Doan reported that the ACT results for the graduating class of 2014 are publicly available on the website for the Office of Higher Education. The Board’s charge as mandated by MN §122A.09 is to set a passing/composite score for the ACT plus Writing.  A match study has been taken on by ACT to provide data to help understand the performance of MN candidates on both the MTLE and ACT across gender, race, ethnicity, etc. Continued work includes looking at comparable performance with the ACT and neighboring states. Further questions or clarification for ACT may be directed to Erin via email. The ACT report is forthcoming and will be discussed at the October 3rd meeting.
