Quorum
The meeting was called to order by Stephen Powless, President, at approximately 5:30 p.m. at the Board Office Plaza Conference Room, 2829 University Avenue SE, Minneapolis, MN, and a quorum was declared present. 

Minutes
Minutes of the previous quarterly board meeting were approved.  Motion by Newcome, seconded by Powless; motion carried.

Biennial License Renewal Report
It was reported that to date 104 DPM have been issued license renewals, of 128 with 2012 expiration dates.  Five incomplete renewals have been received, four indicated they will be renewing, two voluntary terminations received, leaving the status of 13 unknown.

Temporary Permit Report
13 Temporary Permits received

Continuing Medical Education requests:
American Orthopaedic Foot & Ankle Society Conference, ‘Reconstruction and Salvage of Complications’, was approved for a maximum of 19 CME’s.  Motion by Nack, seconded by Lebrija, motion carried.
The Measuring Human Performance Conference was not approved.  Based on the information submitted, the Board was unable to substantiate the conference met the criteria in MN Statutes for requirements of program approval.

Fiscal/Budget Report
The Board reviewed budget revenues and expenditures reports, as well as other financial reports generated by the Administrative Services Unit (ASU) and Board, per the 2005 OLA Financial Audit recommendation stating that Board members should be provided detailed, monthly revenue and expenditure accounting transactions report for their review and approval during regularly scheduled Board meetings. No concerns were raised about the monthly revenue and expenditure accounting transactions.  Financial reports were accepted; Motion by Lebrija, seconded by Nack; motion carried.

Scope of Practice
A request was made by the Board of Cosmetologist Examiners to once again review the scope of practice regarding use of credo or blade type devise in salons.  The Board discussion focused on the appropriateness of the Board of Cosmetologist Examiners having oversight of public protection in the salons they regulate.  

A request was made from an individual working with a manufacturer of a TENS device for the treatment of Diabetic Neuropathy pain, if a MN DPM could prescribe the device.  The Board determined that it could be prescribed.

Minnesota Society of Orthotists, Prosthetists, Pedorthists
It was reported the MSOPP were seeking MN licensure and requested Board discussion regarding for the possibility of becoming part of the Board of Podiatric Medicine.  It was determined that Chair Powless and Grendahl would meet with the group to get more details and report back to the Board at the next meeting. 

Sunset Advisory Commission
Grendahl reported on legislative outcomes of the Sunset Commission Advisory Commission.  It was determined the Board of Podiatric Medicine shall not sunset.  The law also states that fees collected by the Board must be used only for programs it administers. The legislature cannot transfer Board fees from the state government special revenue fund to the general fund and if a board determines its fees are expected to produce more revenue than needed for expenditures during a five-year period, they must propose reductions in those fees.  It was also reported there were numerous studies included in the law, including the HLB’s and commissioner of health shall jointly study and make recommendations for establishing uniform criminal history background check requirements applicable to applicants and regulated individuals under their jurisdiction.
