I.	Call to Order	12:30

II	Approval of applications for licensure.
A.	Explanation by Spicer and Hart regarding the issues that came up and how they resolved them. 
	1. There are multiple paths for licensure. Hart gave an overview. To be licensed under the reciprocal provision requires that the requirements in the home state be similar to our requirements. We did not have all the data to make this determination with these applications, however, many were still eligible under the provisions of 148B.53. So we asked these people to submit a request to be considered for licensure under the 148B.53 requirements. 
	2. We also wish to have the AG provide an opinion as to which standards should be compared with our current licensure: the standards in place today (preferred) or the standards in place at the time of original licensure. Hart will have to get specific authorization for this as it deviates from the standard interpretation. 
3. Once a jurisdiction is approved, they will be approved from that point forward.
	4. The board will also have to determine the extent of the credentials that will be accepted from other states, LMFT, LPC, LPP, etc. from other states. 
B. Peterson-DeGeer presented a chart reflecting the percentage of applicants from each category. The three major categories are fairly evenly divided.
C. 12 Applications are being presented for board approval. There are no applications being recommended for denial today. 
1. There was a question regarding one board member, whose applications is complete, that was not approved last month and should be added to the list for this month. We took a 5-minute break to make sure it is finalized and approved and added to the list for today’s board approval. 
2. One board member here today is on the list for approval. We will handle that application separately so that member can abstain from the vote
Piper moves to approve RsW’s application, seconded by Ruiz. Pass by vote. RW abstained. 
3. Piper moves to approve the remaining names on the list for licensure. Davis-English seconded. Pass per vote. No “no” votes. No abstentions. 
4. These licenses will be issued as of May 1, 2004. The license numbers will be generated automatically by our new license database, a 5 digit number beginning with 00001.

III	We will be ordering license wall certificates soon. The board will be able to choose the format they prefer.
