Dr. Lindholm is 
a family physician from Fergus Falls, MN.  Dr. Lindholm represents Congressional District 
Seven and replaces Ahsan Bhatti, M.D., on the board.   
 
Agenda Item 3:  Presentation by Dr. Berge on Drug Diversion and Substance use Disorder in 
Anesthesiology Residents and Risks Posed by Drug Diversion from the Health Care Workplace  
Board President and Mayo Clinic Anesthesiologist, Dr. Berge gave a synopsis of a paper he co-
authored, “Substance Use Disorder Among Anesthesiology Residents, 1975 – 2009,” which was 
published in The Journal of the American Medical Association (JAMA) in 2013.

• At the July 14, 2012, board meeting, the following issues, which have come before the 
Complaint Review Committee, were discussed for possible presentations to the board 
and are being readdressed:

Mr. Leach subsequently contacted the physician and arranged for 
him to present to the board on the non-legitimate use of HCG for weight loss at 
the March 8, 2014, board meeting.   
 
Mr. Leach has received an e-mail from the physician stating that he does not 
have any conflicts of interest.  Board members requested Mr. Leach obtain the 
physician’s CV.  Mr. Leach will contact the physician. 
 

o Interventional pain management; 
 

o  Hormone Therapy Clinics; and 
 

o IV Therapy Clinics that provide Chelation Therapy 
 

• The Board’s Website 
A brief presentation on the board’s website to see what the website looks like to the 
public.

Board members suggested that a 
demonstration of telemedicine also be provided. 
 
Dr. Thomas informed the board that the FSMB policy on Telemedicine will be finalized 
for the FSMB Annual meeting.  Dr. Hafner-Fogarty asked if a draft would be circulated to 
state medical boards for their comments prior to the FSMB finalizing the Telemedicine 
Policy.  Dr. Thomas stated yes. 

 
• Minnesota Department of Health (MDH), Office of Rural Health Update 

Update from the MDH Office of Rural Health on the impact of the change in sequence of 
the on-line renewal to position the MDH Rural Health Survey Questionnaire before the 
payment rather than after.  Mr. Leach asked Dr. Eggen to contact them and then bring 
the data back to the board.   

 



• Medi-Spas 
A presentation regarding medi-spas, unlicensed people providing the services, and the 
issue of corporate practice of medicine and the state law that regulates them.  Jason 
Pleggenkuhle, the Board’s attorney from the Office of the Attorney General (AGO), will 
include a presentation regarding the corporate practice of medicine with the AGO’s 
annual presentation at the September 13, 2014, board meeting.   
 
Mr. Pleggenkuhle suggested including the emerging use of Groupon.com and 
Livingsocial.com to promote healthcare professionals services and whether or not that 
constitutes fee splitting.   
 
Kermit Fruechte, J.D., former board attorney from the AGO, was suggested to provide a 
presentation on unlicensed individuals providing these services in the medi-spas and 
other difficulties.
