I. Call to Order

II.		Welcome New Board Members
Judi Gordon, RN, LADC, was introduced by the Board Chair Colin Ward and welcomed by Board members. Maria DuPree, LADC, also a new member, was not able to attend the July meeting of the BBHT.

III.	The Board reviewed the  and  Board Meeting Minutes.
	Kaarin Long moved that the minutes be approved. Nick Ruiz seconded; 
	all votes were in favor; no nays, no abstentions. Motion passed.

IV.	Committee Reports		
A. Application/Licensure Committee –  reported on the Application & Licensure Committee’s progress. She presented a recommendation by the committee to approve four more states for Reciprocity: Ohio, Georgia, Washington (state), Montana, New Mexico, and Michigan (making it a total of fourteen (14) states approved for reciprocal licensure.)

B. Policy & Rules Committee – Walter Roberts reported on action of the Policy and Rules Committee. Dr. Roberts also requested that the Board consider holding a meeting outside the Metro area. He volunteered that  would like to host a meeting. After general discussion amongst Board members, there was agreement that Kari should check into the feasibility of having the meeting in  and report back at the next board meeting.
	
C. Legislative Committee—Colin Ward spoke about the importance of the work of this committee. He asked that members interested in legislative issues contact him or Kari to assist with the committee work. Nathan Hart, Assistant Attorney General, spoke about some of the legislative language changes he was working on. Dr. Ward asked that someone from the Minnesota Counseling Association be invited to participate in the upcoming legislative committee work.
	
	D.	Transition Committee—Colin Ward
Kari Rechtzigel, ED, sent information about the planned first meeting of the Transition Committee. Dr. Ward requested that members contact him so he could let Kari know their best available times to meet. Board members assigned to that committee are: Duane Reynolds, Catherine Cullen-Benson, Kristen Piper, Nick Ruiz, and Freddie Davis-English.

	E.	Complaint Resolution Committee—Colin Ward
Dr. Ward announced the Board members assigned to the Complaint Resolution Committee. Nathan Hart, Assistant Attorney General, indicated that the training/meeting would need to be scheduled and would probably be a day long commitment by each member. Kari and Nathan are preparing training for the committee members and will contact CRC members to schedule a training date.

V.	Candidates for Licensure Presented --Kristen Piper
Kristen Piper, Chair of the Application & Licensure Committee, presented a list of applicants recommended by the committee (Board members see an attached list; Public members see an attached list of applications identified only by number) for the Board’s final approval for licensure. The Committee moved that the candidates be approved for licensure. The motion passed unanimously.

VI. Executive Director Report—Kari Rechtzigel was not present so the report was deferred.

VII. Board Chair Remarks – LPC Reimbursement Issues
The Board discussed its role relative to third party reimbursement for professional services provided by LPCs. The Board also discussed the idea of providing written information to the Department of Health, the Insurance Commissioner(s), and Providers to educate interested parties on the topic of this new licensure. It was concluded that it is not the role of the Board to actively lobby HMOs on behalf of individual LPCs for reimbursement. Nathan Hart, the Board’s General Counsel, advised that members direct inquiries to the Board office for response.

VIII.	Old Business	
A. Licensure Wall Certificates – Robyn Koppy handed out three samples of wall certificates and the Board reviewed the samples, discussed each type, and made a final selection by voice vote.

B. Although no meeting had been scheduled for August, the Chair asked if there was pressing Board business that would require an August meeting. The Policy & Rules Committee indicated they were on a tight schedule to meet a November rulemaking deadline and needed Board input.
