2.	Approval of March 16, 2006, Board Meeting Minutes

3.	Welcome to New Board Members

Chair Reynolds welcomed Nona Wilson and John Meers, who were attending their first board meeting. Chair Reynolds also bid farewell to Kaarin Long, thanked her for her work on the board, and noted this was Kaarin’s last board meeting as her term on the board was finished.

4.	Staff Member Reports

	A.	Executive Director’s Report

Kari Rechtzigel reported on the BBHT budget. The LADC program is on target. The LPC program is in debt. The board may have to explore legislation to comply with chapter 214’s requirement that the board establish a fee structure that fully recovers its expenditures during a five-year period. She suggested quarterly board meetings as a cost saving measure. She proposed that the board meet on September 21, 2006, and November 16, 2006 beginning at 10:00 a.m.

Ms. Rechtzigel reported that she will be working on the Biennial Report and the budget over the summer and will have financial information available at the next board meeting.

Ms. Rechtzigel reported that board staff members made presentations to students at Adler Graduate School and at the University of St. Thomas about the LPC licensure process. Board staff and legal counsel Nathan Hart met separately with representatives from the Department of Education and Department of Corrections to discuss LADC licensure issues for state and school district employees working as alcohol and drug counselors who must be licensed by January 1, 2007.

	B.	LPC Program Update

5.	Legislative Committee Report

Nathan Hart spoke to the board about SF 367, which requires the board to participate in a study with the other mental health licensing boards and the Department of Human Services (DHS) to evaluate qualifications of licensed mental health practitioners and professionals regarding requirements for medical assistance reimbursement. Mr. Hart noted that the outcome of this study will dictate requirements for the Licensed 

Professional Clinical Counselor (LPCC) level of licensure the board intends to pursue in the future.

Walter Roberts, Jr. commented that the formal findings of the study will provide some substance for the requirements and agreement between DHS and the professions involved. Mr. Hart noted the study gives some legislative oversight to the issue of master’s level licensure and mental health professional practice. Nick Ruiz stated that the following three people have agreed to study the issue for LPCs: Nick Ruiz, Max Hines from the Minnesota Counseling Association, and Kay Herting Wahl, an instructor in counseling at the University of Minnesota. Nick Ruiz and Walter Roberts, Jr. will be the point persons for BBHT.

Nathan Hart raised the issue of a rewrite of chapter 148C, the licensure laws for LADCs. The chapter is full of inconsistencies and contradictory provisions and many obsolete rules need to be repealed. Judi Gordon commented that there is a concern in the community that a temporary permit holder can renew a permit five times without being required to complete any continuing education. Judi Gordon moved that the board move forward with legislation to rewrite chapter 148C. John Meers seconded. All board members present voted “aye,” there were no nays, and the motion carried.

6.	LPC Rulemaking Report

Kari Rechtizgel reported that the expedited Continuing Education rules for LPCs were forwarded to the Office of Administrative Hearings (OAH), approved by OAH with a directive to correct a typo, and sent to the Revisor’s Office for correction. The rules will go back to OAH for final approval, will be filed with the Secretary of State, and will be published after the Governor’s veto time runs.

7.	Variance Requests

	A.	Peter Puffer, MA, LP

Walter Roberts, Jr. moved to deny the request to comply with Minnesota Rules part 2150.5010, subpart 3, by alternate means because the requester had not shown sufficient hardship or injustice for purposes of meeting the grounds for granting of a discretionary variance. John Meers seconded. All board members present voted “aye,” there were no nays, and the motion to deny the variance carried.

	B.	Marcie Henning, LADC

Judi Gordon moved to approve Ms. Henning’s request that she not be charged a late fee in connection with her continuing education report. Kaarin Long seconded. Walter Roberts, Jr. voted “nay.” Freddie Davis-English abstained. All other board members present voted “aye,” and the motion to grant the variance carried.

	C.	Koreen Phelps, LADC

Nick Ruiz moved to approve Ms. Phelps’ request for a variance of the CE rules to extend the deadline for completion of continuing education. Freddie Davis-English seconded. All board members present voted “aye,” there were no nays, and the motion to grant Ms. Phelps until February 28, 2007, to complete her CE requirements for CE hours due in the 2004 to 2006 reporting period carried.

Kaarin Long moved to grant the licensee six months (until December 15, 2006) to complete her CE hours. Nick Ruiz seconded. All board members present voted “aye,” there were no nays, and the motion to grant the variance carried.
