MINUTES OF BOARD MEETING May 10, 2011

MEMBERS PRESENT: Dr. Barbara Fischley, Mr. Jeremy Geske, Dr. Meg Glattly, Dr. John Lawrence, Dr.

The Board of Veterinary Medicine met on February 8, 2011 in Conference Room A, Fourth Floor, University
Park Plaza, 2829 University Ave. SE, Minneapolis, MN. President John Lawrence called the meeting to order
at 1:30 p.m.

The proposed agenda was amended to include discussion of interactive and non-interactive continuing
education; the minutes of the previous meeting were approved as written.

Meeting was closed for disciplinary actions.

1) A proposed Stipulation & Order signed by Dr. Janet Schnell was discussed. Dr. Schulman moved and
Mr. Geske seconded to approve the Stipulation and Order. Passed unanimously.

2) A proposed Stipulation & Order signed by Dr. Abbey Butler was discussed. Dr. Glattly moved and Mr.
Geske seconded to approve the Stipulation and Order. Passed unanimously.

Meeting re-opened.

Barb Carter, Manager of the Prescription Monitoring Program for the MN Board of Pharmacy, provided
information on a study mandated by the Legislature regarding diversion of controlled substances. A task force
is being convened to conduct the study. Dr. Glattly moved to have Dr. King serve on the task force and to
contact the MVMA to get another representative. Dr. Fischley seconded. Motion passed unanimously.

Dr. Delores Gockowski’s resignation from the Board was acknowledged.
Kim Horne gave an update on the veterinary technician task force.
NAVLE results from the April exam were not received as of the meeting date.

Dr. King distributed a list of applicants for licensure. Mr. Geske moved to license all applicants pending
completion of all requirements before July 1. Dr. Glattly seconded. Passed unanimously.

Dr. King distributed a list of licensees who didn’t renew their licenses. Dr. Glattly moved and Mr. Geske
seconded to suspend the licenses for non-payment. Motion passed unanimously on a roll call vote.

Dr. Glattly gave a report on NBVME.
Dr. Lawrence gave a report on AAVSB.

Dr. King gave an update on the board’s annual budget as well as the biennial budget process.



OLD BUSINESS

The Board’s posting of disciplinary documents on its website was discussed. Dr. Susanna Ahrens expressed her
concerns about the board’s present policy. Dr. Glattly moved that there be a column in the license look-up for
corrective action agreements. Dr. Schulman seconded. Passed unanimously. Dr. Glattly moved to sort the
disciplinary action list so Stipulation & Orders where the only discipline is an administrative penalty for CE are
listed separately. Dr. Fischley seconded. Discussion followed. Motion passed unanimously.

NEW BUSINESS

Dr. Schulman moved and Dr. Glattly seconded to approve the Equine Gnathological Training Institute as an
academic program for certification as equine teeth floaters . Motion passed unanimously.

Several continuing education matters were discussed:

Registry of Alternative and Integrative Veterinary Medical Education (RAIVE) requested that the
Board accept CE courses based on their validation, similar to approval by RACE. Mr. Geske moved
that Dr. King be directed to seek information from RAIVE on the criteria they use for their CE
approval. Dr. Glattly seconded. Motion passed unanimously.

Chi Institute submitted additional background information after the Board’s discussion at the
February board meeting. Dr. Schulman moved to approve the Chi Institute courses taught by Dr.
Huishen Xie, Dr. Cheryl Chrisman, Dr. Roger Clemmons, Dr. Carolina Medina and Dr. Shauna
Cantwell. Dr. Glattly seconded. Motion passed unanimously.

Dr. Jodene Beck requested individual approval for Chi Institute courses that she has taken. Dr.
Schulman moved to seek more information from Dr. Beck regarding how many hours were from each
speaker listed and how many hours were interactive. Dr. Glattly seconded. Motion passed
unanimously.

The MVMA requested clarification of the Board’s policy on interactive vs. passive continuing
education. Online lectures that provide for an opportunity for a direct question and answer period are
considered interactive.

Dr. King stated there are leadership opportunities available for Board members to serve on AAVSB
committees.

Dr. King stated that the Governor has not named new Board members. Dr. Lawrence presented a plaque to
Dr. Glattly in appreciation for her years of service.

Election of officers was held. Dr. Schulman moved and Dr. Glattly seconded to nominate Dr. Fischley for
Secretary-Treasurer and to keep the other officers in place. Motion passed unanimously.

The AAVSB meeting will be held in New Orleans September 15-17. AAVSB will pay for the flight and hotel
for one voting member from each jurisdiction. Dr. Schulman moved and Dr. Glattly seconded to authorize
two board members to attend, one paid for by AAVSB and one at the board’s expense. Dr. Lawrence, Dr.
Schulman, and Dr. Glattly will be attending as AAVSB committee members. Mr. Geske moved to amend the



motion to include authorizing Dr. King to attend. Motion passed unanimously. Dr. Fischley and Ms.
Todoroff have expressed interest in attending.

Attorney General Update — Ms. Andrews discussed conflicts of interest.
The next board meeting will be held at 1:30 on September 27, 2011.

There being no further business, the meeting adjourned at 4:25.
