You can use the Minnesota Votes website to find your polling place. If you don’t have access to a computer or the Internet, your county elections office will be able to help you.

To find your polling place, go to the Minnesota Votes website. Look for how to find your polling place. It should be easy to find. If not, use the search box on the top, right side of the website. In addition, MNCDHH’s website also has the direct link to the tool to find your polling place.

There are two ways to look up where you vote.  Either:
· Enter your zip code and click “Go”; or
· Choose the name of your county, from the drop down list then click on “Go”. It will then ask you for the city in which you live.  Choose it from the drop down menu, then click “Go” again.
On the next screen, enter your house number and choose the name of your street from the drop down menu.  If you have an unusual address, like 325 ½ , choose the suffix from the drop down menu.  Then click on “Go”.

The final screen confirms the information you entered on the left and gives you the following information on the right: 

· The date of the next election you can vote in,
· The location of your polling place, and
· The name of your precinct
· There is a green link underneath that will bring you to maps to your polling place.
