Rental Housing Rehabilitation Proposal
Grant notes:
· Rehabilitation of renter occupied residential structures that are completely or primarily occupied by low and moderate income households at “affordable rents.” Affordable rents should be clearly identified and appropriate to the community and persons served, and shall not exceed HUD’s Section 8 Fair Market Rents. 
· Property owners enter into agreements for occupancy and rents before rehabilitation begins. Minimum rehabilitation standards to be applied are HUD’s Section 8 Housing Quality Standards (HQS).
· The maximum amount of SCDP assistance is $25,000 per unit for a Single family rental 
· The maximum amount of SCDP assistance is $12,500 per unit for a Multifamily rental
· The maximum amount of SCDP assistance is $12,500 per unit for a Duplex rental
· The maximum percentage of SCDP assistance per building is 70% of the total project cost
· The term for SCDP funds must be structured, at a minimum, as a five (5) year deferred loan
· Citywide projects - regardless of population. 
· Federal objective - At least 51% of the units must be occupied by low to moderate households (80% of the county median income) 
· HUD rent restrictions must be met
· At least 51% of the multi-family housing units need to be occupied by low and moderate income households (applies to 2 or more unit duplexes and apartment complexes)
· Cities must survey potential LMI households to gauge level of interest in the program 
· Federal Davis-Bacon Act applies to projects with eight (8) or four (4) stories or more
· Funds cannot be used for maintenance items such as parking lot resurfacing, replacing appliances, painting, etc.
· Rental rehabilitation types
· Single family rental – scattered site, stick built and/or double-wide manufactured houses on a foundation
· Duplex – free standing structures on scattered sites
· Mixed-Use rental units – in commercial buildings
· Multi-family rental rehabilitation

· One (1) complex with three (3) or more units without Minnesota Housing Tax Credits

· Public hearing minutes - a public hearing must be held to obtain citizen input on community develop needs and the proposed activities in the application.  The following must be reviewed and/or discussed at the public hearing:
· Citizen input on identifying community development and housing needs of the community; including the needs of very low and low income persons.  
· Proposed SCDP activities within the application and the benefiting location(s)
· Overall costs and project financing 
· Implementation schedule
· Past performance of staff proposed to carry out the project
· Compliance with historic requirements.  Include whether or not there are or may be historic or potential historic buildings in the project area and how the community intends to address compliance with federal regulations governing historic properties
· Conflict of interest disclosure form - Mayors/County Board Chairs must disclose any conflicts, perceived conflicts, or potential conflicts of interest.
· Those with a conflict of interest or potential conflict of interest must recuse themselves from voting on the local government resolution to apply for funding and all other actions related to the grant. 
· Timeline – a timeline that includes projected date of environmental clearance, project bid and award dates, and date of grant closeout, SCDP grants have a 30 month period of performance
· Cooperative agreements – If two or more cities are applying together a local government resolution identifying the secondary community and roles and responsibilities must be submitted.  Sample fillable resolutions are available on the SCDP website.

· Sample participant survey, SCPD reserves the right to request copies of all surveys, survey must include the following elements:
· Indication that 51% or more of unit(s) in a complex are occupied by LMI households at affordable rents 
· Property owners cannot increase rents for LMI tenants, who are paying 30% or more of their income for rent and tenant-paid utilities for the term of the SCDP loan
· Grant program is not a remodeling program
· The length and terms of the deferred SCDP loan and if applicable, SCDP installment loan terms;
· Davis-Bacon Act will apply to projects eight units or more and/or structures four or more stories, wage rates will be higher for these projects
· The maximum amount of the SCDP assistance available for each unit
· Scoring - applications will be evaluated and awarded up 240 total points, 30 points for demographic make-up of community and 210 points in each of the available categories (housing, public facilities, and comprehensive projects). 
· Demographic points (30) - points will be assigned by best available statistics from the Minnesota State Demographer and are based on: 
· Number of residents at or below the poverty level in the jurisdiction 
· Percentage of residents at or below the poverty level in the jurisdiction 
· Per capita assessed valuation of the area, points are awarded in inverse relationship to applicant’s per capita assessed valuation
· Housing projects – a housing project which includes one or more activities designed to increase supply or quality of dwellings, owner occupied or rental. 
· Project need – Up to 90 of the points available in the housing category shall be awarded based on evaluation of the need for improvements or additions to the housing stock serving low and moderate income persons as evidenced by:
· housing units that are occupied by low and moderate income persons are either substandard or pose a threat to the health or safety of the occupants,
· an inadequate supply of affordable housing for low or moderate income persons, or
· Other documented conditions that give evidence of the need for improvements or additions to the housing stock serving low and moderate income persons.
· Project Impact – Up to 90 of the points available in the housing category competition shall be awarded by the division based on evaluation of the extent to which the proposed activities will eliminate deficiencies in the housing stock serving low and moderate income persons.
· Cost Effectiveness – Up to 30 of the points available in the housing category competition shall be awarded by the division based on:
· evaluation of the extent to which the proposed activities will make cost effective use of grant funds including coordination with and use of funds from other public and private sources
· evidence that the cost of the proposed activities per benefiting household is reasonable.
