· Rebecca Sales was at legislature this morning
· Giving sample of relevant work happening now
· Another colleague may join group in June to discuss BH licensure study from Wilder
· Grateful to speak with this group
· Background on Wilder
· Located in St. Paul with national focus to improve lives of individuals and families through research and evaluation
· One of the largest non-profit research groups in the country
· Helping orgs to measure effectiveness
· MN Homeless Study highlights (Rebecca)
· Sr. Researcher and Co-Dir of the Homeless Study
· BH insights from the study
· Background: study conducted every 3 years since 1991 responding to huge gap in understanding about homelessness
· Two components: census count of those experiencing homelessness and 1:1 face-to-face interviews (core component of survey data)
· Broad network of partnerships with service providers, funders, volunteers, and state agencies to successfully complete
· Statewide including 6 American Indian reservations
· Includes shelters and those not in formal shelter
· Includes single adults and youth (14-24) on their own
· Am Indian reservation homeless study is a companion study that began in 2006
· 2023 was first time reporting data together
· Ask comprehensive questions
· Inclusive of doubled-up populations that fit more than one category
· Nuanced view of past 30 days movement of populations
· Includes historic trends
· Reservation study included
· Purpose of study is to understand trends
· Focusing solutions and policy
· Programming
· Public awareness
· Funding
· Results in MN (high level)
· Approximately 4,600 interviews, 400 sites, 1000 interviewers
· MN #s down compared to 2018
· There was a 5-year gap during Covid
· Total count (minimum) = 10,522 (up from 3,079 in 1991) and 2,962 parents with children (up from 899 in 1991)
· 4/10 people experiencing homelessness are young people
· Older adults (55+) are only age group seeing overall increase (+7%)
· Majority of homeless people are Native Americans and people of color
· White 38%
· Black African American 32%
· Hispanic 15%
· Asian 3%
· Native American 30%
· Total 72%
· Unsheltered homelessness has increased in past decade
· Behavioral health characteristics of youth experiencing homelessness in MN
· 17 and under unaccompanied minors + 18-24 year olds
· Makes up 13% of overall homeless population
· Key characteristics: mental health, physical health, substance use, childhood exps
· Complex issues including what things were like in these areas before, during and after homelessness; study doesn’t touch after homeless experiences
· Don’t look at mitigating and contributing factors to homelessness
· ¾ youth experiencing homelessness have mental, physical or chemical health issue (mental illness 67%, physical 41% and substance use disorder 16%) (self-report)
· Anxiety (56%). Major depression 51% PTSD 48% Bipolar disorder (23%) Personality disorder (14%) OCD (14%)
· Physical health conditions: asthma (26%(, severe chronic pain (15%), high blood pressure (9%), wounds that won’t heal, etc.
· Substance use: e-cigs (55%), marijuana (50%), cigarettes (44%), alcohol (29%), fentanyl (10%), meth (8%)
· Use increases with time spent outside
· Youth report high rates of adverse exps with 79% having at least 1 and 62% having 3 or more
· Higher rates than adults experiencing homelessness
· More young women experienced abuse and exploitation compared to young men (52% vs 32%)
· Include non-binary and trans individuals in these data sets
· Presenting needs assessment to legislature in next month
· What triggers homelessness for youth?
· Conflict with people they live with (52%)
· Abuse by someone they live with (30%)
· Lost job or had hours cut (23%)
· Felt unsafe in neighborhood (20%)
· Housing cost increased (20%)
· Breakup with spouse/partner (19%)
· There are differences between 18-24 and 17 and under
· Children <18 experiencing homelessness with parents
· Have less information on this group due to interviews with parents
· 28% statewide
· 23% of families had a child with an emotional or behavioral problem
· 11% of families had 1 child with chronic or several physical health problem
· For school-aged kids: 36% exp bullying, 32% with many absences, 25% had difficulty with peer rels, 19% display aggression, bullying, or anti-social behavior, 19% poor or failing grades
· What can be done?
· Invest in services that support families and youth
· Ensure there are safe, age-appropriate shelter programs to meet kids’ needs in crises
· Build more affordable housing

· A: yes, table is included for both youth and adults
· Rod: lots of information, is a veteran; negligible homeless for veterans before Covid but has risen sharply since then; graphic from Wilder didn’t portray this change
· A: have separate veterans web site with data; are a very small group; could be statewide view that accounts for this (statewide numbers shows slight dip but various counties may vary with nuances); is looking forward to looking at report
· Claudia confirms report data can be found via link on website
·  
· Cultural community leader listening sessions preliminary findings
· Kristin Dillon: 
· Key partners: Amherst Wilder Foundation, SoLaHmo (U of M), Wilder Research
· WR community researchers focusing on 7 different cultural communities that Wilder primarily serves through MH Division and uses regional representatives representing these areas (Burmese, Yoruba, Mexican, Khmer, Vietnamese, Hmong, K’nyaw)
· Obj: deepen Wilder’s relationship with the community, including community voice and assess community assets and need for MH and addiction
· Approach: Community based participatory action research CBPAR
· 2023-2027
· Themes from community leaders (not representing African born community which required separate outreach methods); leaders were identified by communities; did small and large group facilitated events
· Barriers to seeing care:
· Language
· Lack of culturally aware providers
· Lack of understanding of trauma/exps
· Distrust of providers/treatment
· Intrusive intakes
· Stigma, avoidance
· Difficulty navigating complex systems
· Cambodian community: 
· Silence is a call for help
· Need to build trust within and around the community
· Hmong community:
· Hmong people are survivalists
· Treatment must be connected to traditional healing and spiritual practices
· Community-based trauma is still happening, not just historical
· Latinex community:
· Community has a great deal of diversity within
· Focus on education prevention and building awareness
· Karen:
· As a newer community in the US, there is a need to build a shared understanding of mental health in general
· More likely to focus on physical symptoms or behaviors
· Burmese:
· There is not a centralized Burmese community or organization as they are made up of smaller communities
· This community is especially under-served and isolated
· Lack of professionals and providers in this community
· Vietnamese:
· Strong value of self-determination and family harmony
· More comfort with Western medicine
· Questions?

· Two studies currently happening: Early Childhood MH at Wilder Foundation Child Development Center
· Community MH and Wellness partnering with Child Development Center
· Providing on-site support to children and teachers
· Collaborating with parents
· Lead 6-week social skills group (identifying and labeling feelings, friendship skills, problem solving, teamwork, self-advocacy)
· Collecting much info: admin data, standardized assessment, teacher surveys, family surveys, interviews with MH consultants
· Project 2 focused on American Indian Welfare Act looking at disparities in child welfare
· In MN American Indian children are 16.8 times more likely to be in care than white children
· Using indigenous research methods and a tribal-state partnership
· Goal: to have better outcomes
· Thanks for the opportunity
· Final questions:
· Rod: intrigues at IQWA; Dept of Human Services works with counties; wonders if Wilder could come talk to county commissioners on these issues; contact Eric Ratzman
V. Claudia Daml introduces Legislative Updates from Work Groups - 11:15 – 11:45 (11:19)
· Claudia explains workgroups are asked to give updates on progress since submission of recommendations giving legislative session and outcomes
· Amy Jones - Mental Health and Schools: 3 recs
· 1 = extension of work from past to look at per pupil allocation to fully fund per pupil allocation and designate permanent to hire personnel (counselors, nurses, tc.) and provide training in crisis response, etc. and identify and develop plan to hire these position
· Have concerns over de-escalation training
· 2 = increasing MH licensure rqmt for school staff including prevention framework and digital health
· Want more comprehensive options for training school staff
· Lack of having school MH framework including digital health framework
· Sharing out additional MH training from Pelsview (?) website
· 3 = continuing previous work; including 504 students in Medicaid reimbursement program; 
· Claudia: are you familiar with legislation in progress regarding these recommendations?
· Amy: none of these are active in legislature now
· Claudia invites Elliot or others who may know of actions in progress
· Tom: these recommendations are not in the works as they represent unique perspective; could go through another Council to make headway
· Projected budget deficit may impact actions but recommendations can still be put forward for future; reiterate importance of aid in schools and service provision
· Claudia wants Council to focus on how to keep recommendations alive
· What other workgroups have yet to present updates on recommendations?
· MH and Juvenile Justice heard they got a hearing on MH funding in juvenile corrections
· Family Systems
· Recovery Supports
· Outreach to Diverse Communities
· Claudia encourages continued work and updates on these
· See chat
· Claudia will follow up with workgroup leaders on how this information will be presented to the Council
· Hoping to get feedback from Outreach to Diverse Communities who have good representation on workgroup in future meeting
· Anything else related to recommendations?
VI.  Jode Freyholtz-London introduces Teresa Steinmetz, (DHS) with Updates 11:45 – 12:05 + Q&A (11:29) 
· Thanks Teresa as Deputy Commissioner for going early
· Teresa is AC for BH Administration which has been broken out in DHS
· Unfortunate federal changes and uncertainty and transition
· Covid-related funding changes: DHS was notified 3/25 that SAMHSA grant (6 different connected to block grants) were terminated effective 3/24/25; this happened in all states
· BH Admin: this is $27.5M planned on for use through Sept 2025 when funding was meant to end
· There were few communications that there most-likely would be a no-cost extension so assumed funding through Sept and for a year after that
· 2 (CAA dollars) ended on March 14th so this was good
· Other 4 programs are impacted in a sudden and immediate way; the suddenness of these Teresa hasn’t seen in 30+ years in government
· Rationale is that pandemic is no longer in progress; is still national BH crisis regardless of there no longer being a public health crises
· DHS analyzing impact of this; there are 1000+ contracts to manage that need to be reviewed manually to determine which are in effect; anticipate 85 impacted contracts; 51 are exclusively funded with ARPA and 35 more that have blended funding
· Blended funded means amendments to contracts and work streams; ARPA funding will need to be terminated
· DHS in federal litigation; temporary order filed in RI that MN joined; includes MDH’s funding stream; stop work orders had to go to grantees; unsure how litigation will go
· Funding supporting MH and SU needs and expanding access to services and supplementing existing funding streams
· DHS got several notices: termination, then SAMHSA sent notice there was just cause; this started state suits
· DHS communicating out: send global message through Gov.delivery wondering if appeal is possible; stop work notices went out March 28th and Teresa now doing many media interviews
· Today BH contract administrators reach out to impacted grantees asking for costs submitted within 45 days of notice
· Payment system was shut down by federal government to stop reimbursements
· SAMHSA sent new guidance on how to submit claims and invoices which are not to be sent in email to federal grant officers for approval of payment; unclear how this will be navigated by each state
· Claudia: is this public info which programs are impacted for people to band together and help consumers
· A: not yet; haven’t reached them all; another message going out today to 14,000 with latest update in MN and list of all contracts impacted on a public-facing website
· Those contracts in existence now; another group was meant to go into place in July 1st (new fiscal year) and are no longer moving forward at this time; this constitutes additional impacted people
· This is all she can share
· There is a hearing today/tomorrow in RI so hope to have more information as things progress
· This is tragic
· Questions:
· None
· Claudia hopes Teresa can come to future meetings with updates
· Rod: housing is a big recommendation and will take a huge hit, including section 8
· A: no one has experience of changes like this to know what else could come our way read about Medicaid changes and proposed saving being explored; 
· Rod: Dodge County has county-owned nursing homes which will likely be impacted in significant ways; 80% of $ to counties is Medicare
· A: state also has budget deficit
· Wayne: Covid has Governor’s crisis group including Attorney General and DHS to help manage; is this happening for most vulnerable patients who will suffer the most?
· A: great question; Governor is well-aware; Teresa briefed Governor Monday on grants and MDH is doing same to highlight impacted areas; departments have federal response teams; is happening, but is difficult to know how to navigate amidst uncertainty
· Claudia: comforting to know people are meeting regularly to keep finger on the pulse of what’s happening; yesterday’s news that MDH is having huge layoffs
· A: this is impacting all Minnesotans
· Wayne: stakes are high; mention to Governor that 2008 recession was bad and this is likely to be worse 
· Teresa sharing other federal updates: rounds of reduction in workforce RAF impacting SAMHSA and others; regional offices projected to go from 10 to 5
· SAMHSA has been dissolved and staff being reallocated under Administration for a Health America so watch for movement on there changes as well; connections with these agencies are constantly changing
· Wishes she had good news to share
· State funding is robust 9more than other states) and dollars continue going out to individuals
· Claudia wouldn’t want to be in Teresa’s shoes and thanks her for her work
· Bravada: wonders about DEI issue closing grants such as CEMIG and impact on BIPOC communities
· Claudia: hasn’t heard about direct impacts
· Teresa: list of grantees with ARPA-related funding will receive communications from DHS today plus stop work notices; public notice to be posted today or tomorrow after messaging
· Bravada: is CEMIG one of these programs? Is a national model
· No additional state funding to help with current terminations due to Covid-related terminations; look today for notices from Grant Manager; can’t share direct information on contracts/grants; some programs had other funding sources and would still lose Covid-related funding
· Bravada: thanks Teresa for information
· Susan: aside from covid-funding are there other categories already affected but cuts and any foresee as a future risk?
· Teresa: was 1st cut experienced; other cuts were directed by federal government but this is 1st to impact DHS; can’t predict next changes; watching federal government releases and projected savings messaging; 
· Bravada: Is there anything agencies can do to lift up lead or motivate consideration? CEMIG meeting suggested BIPOC run organizations need to stay under the radar to avoid sweeping generalized cuts and knowing they’re a small agency; are there other advocacy efforts to join such as with groups like NAMI?
· A: great question; changes are federal and reach out to federal delegations 
· Claudia asks if anyone from NAMI is present?
· Cici: there is a Hands Off rally on Saturday to address potential cuts to Medicaid
· Claudia wants to discuss letter regarding Medicaid cuts that Council wants to send; this will be discussed later in the agenda; encourages self-care
· Bravada: don’t forget to support one another; she knows how much notes of being in people’s minds matters to those struggling; there is an unprecedented level of fear and hopelessness; let’s pick each other up because no one feels safe and so many feel betrayed; don’t act like it doesn’t hurt; it hurts to have hands tied and feel like efforts don’t matter

· Voc Rehab update: Claire’s position won’t be filled due to hiring freeze and 41 layoffs (including Angie) effective May 1st; this is after 26 staff took early retirement
· Monday 7th will close categories 2-4 in terms of services; applications coming in for category 1 and will wait list remaining categories
· IPS won’t be impacted; application process is different
· Unofficial update
· Dani: serves on policy committee for Mn Council of Disabilities; thanks people for March 25th representation for disability event and many successful meetings with legislators; check out MNCC policy and legislative agenda to bring up issues with legislators
· Claudia: Council will be sending out letter regarding Medicaid cuts
· Claudia shares letter on screen 
· Due to budget and moving forward with Medicaid cuts impacting Minnesotans and Senate now needing to vote on this
· House level vote has been cast by legislators and needs to go to committee to decide how cuts will specifically occur
· If there’s any point of intervention, want to use Council’s voice to legislators involved in this
· Several proposals for Medicaid cuts
· Claudia’s gives time for members to read the letter explaining Council members and serious concerns about cuts to Medicaid and issues why Medicaid shouldn’t be cut and addressing potential cuts (looking at income levels or making work requirement and deciding block grants to states); wants impacts decreased
· Council isn’t partisan organization; mental health impacts everyone; not speaking from political space but federal representatives representing both parties and all republicans voted to move this forward; depending on where you live, you may have greater opportunity to raise your voice with representatives
· Dr. B grateful for letters like this and would have preferred hearing the text; is well-written and makes her proud
· Claudia shares MN members of Congress list by District
· If members have these representatives, especially where reps voted for these cuts, then constituents have more of a voice to reach out and share letter which will have Claudia’s and other leader’s signatures to forward to Representatives encouraging them to read the letter
· Districts listed are those that voted to promote cuts (1, 6, 7, 8)
· If you don’t know your District, Claudia has Congressional map link which members can Google; these cuts will impact SNAP and other access
· Final vote 217 to 215 so very close to not happening
· Claudia has link to learn about next steps and where things are in the process
· Claudia will cut and past text into chat
· Dr B: we don’t speak about spirituality but some people are celebrating Ramadan/lent; wants to read poem about being deeply human and interconnected to support one another
