II.  Land Acknowledgement – Jode Freyholz-London requests member volunteer - 11:05 – 11:08 (11:03)
· Jode Freyholtz-London reads:
· We, the members of the State Advisory Council on Mental Health and Subcommittee on Children’s Mental Health, acknowledge that the wealth of this country was built on stolen land and with enslaved and underpaid labor of African American, Native American, and Immigrant people.  We acknowledge that the recent global uprising, which was sparked by the murder of George Floyd here in Minnesota, paired with the COVID-19 pandemic, makes for a time of profound uncertainty, shame, fear, and distrust.  We also recognize that despite those feelings, we all must actively challenge the impact of our own implicit biases and how they may influence our decisions as individuals and leaders.
· Furthermore, we recognize that racism also expresses itself in policies and practices that either target or erase BIPOC communities and erect barriers to their prosperity.  Therefore, we pledge to be vigilant in monitoring the formulation of policies and practices that produce harm to vulnerable populations.  We also commit to being open to other people’s truths as we acknowledge the resilience, creativity and generosity of the human spirit and we hold firmly to a persistence of hope.
· With these issues in mind, we commit to dismantling systemic and structural racism by initiating and supporting policies, practices, and the allocation of resources that promote diversity, equity, inclusion, and shared power.

III.  Member attendance – Lea Bittner - 11:08 – 11:10 (11:05)
· Invited via chat as Padlet is no longer being used

· Claudia announces Sara has stepped down from her role so Lea Bittner from Alliant Consulting will be continuing support of the Council’s work and Pam Sanchez and Mikki Maruska will be supporting from DHS. Send any questions regarding this to Claudia.

IV.  Jode Freyholz-London introduces SAC member Wayne Garrett and Kirsten Anderson (Aspire MN) to provide a rural perspective on the Clay County PRTF – 11:10 – 11:30 (10:06)
· Kirsten Anderson isn’t in charge of this PRTF and acknowledges Representative Fischer and Senator Bolden as members here today who may provide other perspectives
· There are other legislators involved in this project as well.
· It is desired that Clay County become a regional hub for excellent mental health care
· Community engagement has been conducted.
· It is inappropriate to house children with mental health needs in regular detention centers; they need to be in appropriate psychiatric care
· A hearing was held in the House which had many statements from locals around the need for these services.
· There is a crisis of children boarding in hospitals and other inappropriate facilities.
· The intent is also to get appropriate help to children experiencing mental health issues.
· This now requires resources to enter into the planning phase.
· A site has been secured.
· Claudia asks Kirsten about Aspire MN 
· Aspire MN is non-profit whose members work around public policy advocacy including the whole continuum of mental health providers which is always developing. People are committed to quality mental health for children and families.
· Claudia asks about the intersection with the PRTF.
· Aspire MN was part of PRTF conversations from the beginning.
· This relates to the children’s MN services array which were found by CMS assessment to be IMD (institutions of mental disease).
· CMS and DHS anticipated this would be the result of the assessment.
· Medicaid benefits for those under 21 were part of this
· They wanted to establish PRTF as a level of care.
· This has been a bumpy process.
· There are 4 existing PRTFs: Duluth, Cold Spring, East Bethel and St. Peter
· The bill contains funding for a psychiatric residential treatment group.
· They want more flexibility and the ability to serve more people during this important time.
· They are also looking at services surrounding PRTF care.
· Rod asks: Who didn’t like the PRTF recommendation? Much information was provided very quickly today so challenging to follow.
· A: The funding formula for children’s mental health facilities is based on new federal health care requirements. It’s funded with host-counties and a braided funding formula to meet the needs of child and provider care; what is approved for CMS funding. Being categorized as IMD is problematic. They need scale to allow for nursing, psychiatry, etc. Medicaid is funding these facilities. They want care provided to reflect the level of care needed. PRT has been a bumpy ride. This can’t solve all problems. The federally outlined benefit is very flexible for the state. Mn committed to using the acronym where most other states don’t; they just use the funding formula.
· Q: Claudia asks how many beds the facility will include
· A: perhaps 26
· Claudia is excited to hear this is happening. Rural mental health needs are not met to the level needed. She’d like to hear representation from all parts of the state. Claudia introduces member Wayne Garrett to provide a perspective
· Wayne: works as a staff nurse in an adult mental health facility in Hibbing and knows they board children regularly. He has seen kids sit in the ER for 3 months; Duluth takes kids
· Question for Kirsten: What are the requirements for the ER acute unit? Will Clay Co accept kids statewide?
· A: Kirsten thinks yes. Services are designed to meet kids with acute needs and who can receive treatment. They need to think about a statewide response due to limited resources. The priority is to have access to local care to enable family involvement for healing and transition. Transition starts at admission.
· Wayne: for adult ERTS facilities may be picky on which adults they take. They may depend on insurance and may be declined, waiting for months for a placement. Will this fix the problem and take kids boarding elsewhere?
· A: Kirsten shares a building block visual: replicate, preserve, build, expand. They need to invest in Medicaid rates. Problems will not be resolved. Children and families will be served and will benefit greatly but no one response will be the solution for all. Insufficient capacity creates a disincentive to treating those with the greatest needs. Many people are needed for solutions that work. Kirsten was excited to see this pass and for work to begin.
· Kirsten acknowledges Rep Fischer and Sen Bolden as critical participants in this process.
· Kirsten has been working in the Mental Health Collaboration Hub regarding the boarding of children issue to get to yes for the child.
· Claudia: wonders about Medicaid cuts impacting this project
· A: Medicaid in MN makes life happen for children with mental illness and complex needs, so cuts will be harmful to all depending on a healthy, thriving environment. HR1 (The big, Beautiful Bill) has a direct hospital payment program as well as the PRTF which both rely on Medicaid and hope to not be part of the moratorium. 
· Q: Jode: What is the timeline to admit youth?
· A: Kirsten doesn’t have an answer for this. May likely be years to become established, once built.
· Jode thanks Kirsten and says she may be invited to future meetings to speak on this.
· Kirsten thanks Rep Fischer and Sen Bolden for championing these efforts.
V.  Claudia Daml introduces Rep Fischer to provide legislative updates from work groups’ recommendations - 11:30 – 12:00 (11:38)
· Rep Fischer says he’s unsure of the timing of a special session which will be next week.
· They are currently waiting for the final bills to be reviewed.
· Once language is done in the House and Senate, it is sent to agencies to review to ensure no errors.
· There is a closely divided government in Mn: 101 dems and 100 republicans. Ths will result in losses on both sides and no huge wins.
· Several bills didn’t get done: Health and Human Services and Health bills. People can find more information on house.mn.gov page and see 2025 working group’s link to see all workgroups (old conference committees that didn’t wrap up). This will show where bills are at. Most have had hearings and are ready for special session.
· Health Children and Families Working Group (with many mental health items) is still ongoing. Some changes may have taken place. They’re having hearing today at 2. It came through the Human Services side (others are in Health).
· Human Services Bill – There is a Substance Use Disorder (SUD) and crossover to increase rates for these services. Counties can’t charge for ER calls intended for 988 mental health services. The rate increases for SUD funding. Other information is in Health Bill which could still change as final sheets haven’t been posted.
· There are MA provider rate increases; doing direct payments and going to federal government for waiver. A stat- reported study shows disparities in reimbursement rates. Medicaid only covers 83% of costs.
· Also included are mental health warnings for social media platforms which will remain on screen until dismissed.
· The Committee on PRTF payment methodologies is amending the state plan to expand treatment and care and to update rates.
· The Mental Health Collaboration Hub Program has been established in Dakota County with funding.
· There is an increase for school-linked behavioral health grants to $1.6M FY 2027
· There is a proposal for increased rates  for mental health targeted case manager rates for 18-21 year olds. 
· PRTF in Clay County: FY 2026 will be start-up costs. They are negotiating reimbursement rates.
· Kirsten’s group at Aspire MN was heavily involved in supporting the PRTF. Rep Healer was also instrumental.
· They hope other counties take a collaborative approach for such facilities.
· There is an ERTS proposal and complex PTSD facility for the Lower Sioux Community.
· Bills will start in the House or Senate and are different than typical House Committees. These workgroups are subject to amendments from the floor so changes could be made. They are working tactically to fight off amendments. Everyone is able to take action and with a divided government, amendments are likely.
· Claudia thanks Rep Fischer and opens the chat to questions including non-members.
· Q: Jode: What does it mean when someone is “in the bucket”?
· A: There are many ways to define this. Some use “the bucket” to refer to a set of bills being ready to be processed or being drafted. It could also mean people carving out pots of money for specific bills. Some bills involve Health (boards, MDH, DHS). The Health and Family Services Bill may have a bucket for children and families and another for health. It could also be used in individual programs such as the Clay Co PRTF. 
· Jode sees a spreadsheet linline with references to “the bucket” and finds this confusing.
· A: Rep Fischer says because bill funding is put together with many different sources and moving money from one area to another, it makes tracking financials complex and confusing. Dollars aren’t just tax revenues, but project fees, and federal government (i.e. block grants) and Medicaid dollars.
· Q: Wayne: Are there discussions about rural and community-based hospitals and trying to save them due to Medicaid cuts?
· A: He’s not on the Health Committee so is not hearing all discussion, but seeing at higher level these not being properly addressed. Everyone pays for uncompensated care with hospitals negotiating higher rates from insurance companies. He recognizes smaller hospitals may take this on the nose. It’s a problem when facing potential government cuts and adds an additional level of complexity.
· Claudia thanks Rep Fischer
VI. New workgroup presentation – Claudia Daml - 12:00-12:30 (12:01)
· There have been around 8 workgroups that members and community members are invited to join.
· Workgroups form recommendations for legislative consideration.
· This is an important part of the work of this Council and Subcommittee.
· Dr. B spoke about Outreach to Diverse Communities and the lack of participation.
· Members need a commitment to participate in a workgroup.
· If meeting days/times need to change to allow participation, this is possible.
· The chairs are wondering if workgroup topics represent members’ interests and passions to address Minnesotan’s health. Claudia reviews existing workgroups:
· Integrative Care
· Juvenile Justice
· Outreach to Diverse Communities
· Mental Health and Schools
· LACs (Local Advisory Councils)
· State Fair Day on Mental Health
· Family Systems
· Recovery Supports
· The least stable/attended are Family Systems and Recovery Supports workgroups. It has been this way for some time.
· Claudia proposes combining these two workgroups under a new heading: Support for Mental Health and Wellbeing.
· Meetings will start June 11th, Wednesday, 9-10am.
· Claudia encourages those without a workgroup or those interested in this topic to join.
· This won’t necessarily be the ongoing day/time to meet. They’ll take member availability into account.
· Gary Travis and Cici Hughes will begin as co-facilitators until the group is up and running.
· Current workgroup meeting times:
· Integrative Care – 3rd Tues 8-9 am – Mary Kjolsing = Chair
· Juvenile Justice – Elliot Butay new chair 
· Outreach to Diverse Communities – Dr B = Chair, 3rd Wed 2-3
· Mental Health and Schools – Tom Delaney – high quality professional involvement for MH professionals in schools. They need front line people in schools to identify kids needing mental health services who may benefit from this. They meet the 3rd Tuesday of each month from 3:30-4:30.
· LACs – Sierra Grandy = Chair – They meet the Wednesday before the Council meeting from 3:30 – 4:30. They are having more community members join and are now working on creating a Guidebook. 
· State Fair – Dave Lee = Chair. They meet the Wednesday before the Council meeting from 2-3 and NAMI MN is the co-lead. Save the date for August 25th Mental Health Day at the State Fair.
· New group on Support for Mental Health and Wellbeing will meet Wednesday, June 11the from 9-10, then they’ll decide future meeting dates and times.
· Email Cici if you are available to attend new workgroup meeting.
· Claudia invites questions/comments
· Q: Alison: reminds that according to their bylaws, new workgroups must be ratified by the Council, so when will a vote take place?
· A: Claudia thanks Alison for bringing this up and says they’ll need to vote in August’s meeting. Claudia encourages August attendance for voting at that time.
· Claudia invites chats from members to see what workgroups they belong to. If members are not currently in a workgroup or are having difficulty making it to attend a workgroup, Claudia is interested to hear more about the barriers members face in participating as workgroups are the primary objective to make legislative recommendations.
· Patrick Rhone: he became member when no onboarding options where given to members and he didn’t have a description of the Council’s work.
· Sierra enters link to workgroups and descriptions into chat: https://mn.gov/dhs/mh-advisory-council/workgroups/ 
· Claudia thanks Sierra for adding this information and encourages members to reach out to the Chairs/Co-chairs with questions and interests.
· Claudia acknowledges if members are confused, others may also be, and thanks Patrick for his input and encourages leader contact.
· Patrick asks about new member orientation.
· Claudia will mention this shortly.
· Dave Lee: Mental Health Awareness at the State Fair isn’t mentioned on the website as it isn’t an official workgroup. They are submitting minutes so people can see actions. The group has many members and has much fun.
· Q: Where can workgroup notes be accessed?
· A: They are submitted to DHS who is looking for space on the website for these.
· Claudia may invite workgroup chairs to give brief descriptions of workgroups in future meetings.
· Alison: says DHS workgroup page is messy, making it difficult to find links to meetings.
· Claudia: will elevate this on the list of improvements to make and encourages members to reach out to Chairs/Co-chairs with issues requiring attention.
VII.    State Agency Updates – Jode Freyholz-London - 12:30 – 12:40 (12:24)
· DOC – Shanna Langston/Holly Hanson – Holly says their focus is on the planned closure of Stillwater. They are increasing programming to assist MRRA youth in Redwing. Funding for increased release planning will continue and assist with juveniles and those with mental illness moving from facilities into the community.
· DHS – Teresa Steinmetz (AC DHS)
· Thanks Rep Fischer for giving legislative updates.
· Federal updates: the HHS budget was just released in a proposed format. They are unsure what will happen until all federal bills are passed. There are proposed cuts to Medicaid and other services.
· Big changes = combine SAMSHA, PERSA, NIA, CDC and OISH for Admin for a Health America $1.-46M
· Funding will be preserved for the Ryan White Aids program.
· Funding was consolidated for community mental health services block grant and opioid response grant to meld into one block grant Behavioral Health Innovation Block Grant
· Numbers are unclear now.
· There is a new Native American and Substance Use Disorder proposal. 
· They’ve combined ACL and ACF into Admin for Children, Families and Communities and would reduce budget by $7M
· Medicaid proposed cuts and proposed reduction to CMS is an overall $6.73M, reducing funding for federal operations and FTE, an increase for certification programs, making level funds and proposals to move programs under CMS.
· There is a proposal to reduce health equity and inflation reduction outreach activities.
· There is a proposal to reduce funding for housing, and homelessness programs.
· There are proposed increases to funding for HIS (Indian Health Services).
· Programs being eliminated = early childhood intervention, crossover mental health and criminal justice, mental health crisis response sponsorship, homeless prevention, etc., harm reduction, peer, first responder training and addressing the opioid crisis.
· Teresa wants to ensure this group is informed.
· Jode: received the provider survey for opportunity for those using services to give feedback on use of block grants, but hasn’t heard from Terersa or Kristine inviting input from those receiving services.
· Teresa is asking for a way to get a high-level survey out to members of the public. They are tight on time and trying to improve outreach.
· Jode thanks Teresa for keeping her in the loop and can reach out to many other in the community if helpful.
· MDE – Tom Delaney – 
· This is a busy time for MDE.
· Tom will include detailed information in notes from meeting in chat. Children's Mental Health Subcommittee, as well as Behavioral Health Planning Council, State Rehabilitation Council, and Children's Cabinet Mental Health Action Team. · The big Mn School Behavioral Health Conference is Nov 5-7 at Craigon’s; there’s an open call for proposals and general exhibitors call out now.
· How to support student needs is seeking cohorts.
· Project Aware (federal grant) is still working.
· There are workshops for supporting support individuals and their partners.
· There is the Resilience Education Program and Trauma Inforced CBT training.
· There is Sources of Strength through Project Aware team on suicide prevention.
· Webinars
· Team Mental Health First Aid
· Work is ongoing with positive behavioral interventions and supports’ (PBIS) Summer Institute in August which is open to everyone and free. See the link to attend in chat
· PBIS team training grants are open.
· Person-centered planning (PCP) as part of Mn Olmstead Plan for students in special education in ongoing, with webinars explaining PCP.
· Tools and resources related to autism in accessible format can be found at Mn Autism Resource Portal

· Rod: is on SE Mn Housing Redevelopment Authority. Funding is now tenuous for Section 8 and the group is nervous anticipating cuts. Reimbursement rates are less. Housing is a key factor in people’s welfare and they can’t stay current with work going on today after cuts.
· Jode: Wellness in the Woods has gap funding to keep warm line funding going. They had 1st annual fundraising walk at Jenson Lake in Eagan. St. Cloud Rocks baseball team had mental health night featuring Wellness in the Woods and raised much money. Save the date for annual conference Sept 25th half day virtual and 26th full day hybrid. Theme = connection. Laura Sutherland will be keynote speaker. They are losing 3 management staff in July, several warm line staff are on backfill. Carlton Co Regional 5 Next Steps Support Program is partnering with those leaving incarceration by provider referral to match with peers with similar experiences for phone/tech support for a year to assist re-entry. 45% reoffender rate drops to 22% during first year of leaving incarceration. Dr. Stephen Pratt is new Board Chair.
· Q: Donna Lekander asks about program being just for adults or youth as well.
· A: says only for adults now; they have reached out to potential partners to build out.
· Jode: looking for FT in Carlton County to do peer outreach.
