
• Facilitate partnerships among diverse sectors and partners, such as government agencies, 
community organizations, and others.

• Keep abreast of emerging trends and challenges associated with the objective area.
• Develop a plan of action to implement tactics identified by the Multisector Blueprint.
• Meet on a regular on-going basis to implement the plan of action.
• Suggest/Advocate for policy changes that support age-friendly design, programs, and 

systems related to objectives (if applicable).
• Suggest metrics/data that can be used to monitor progress on specific objectives.
• Provide regular updates to the Age-Friendly Minnesota Team.

Each Action Team is led by a Convener and made up of actively engaged crosssector 
members. Their primary work will be to:

• Volunteer driver reimbursement.
 - Increase reimbursement rates for volunteer drivers.
 - Support efforts at the federal level to make changes to legislation, such as the 
Volunteer Driver Tax Appreciation Act of 2023, that would raise the amount of 
mileage reimbursement that volunteers can claim exempt from federal taxes.

• Expand and promote volunteer driver programs.
