
• Facilitate partnerships among diverse sectors and partners, such as government agencies, 
community organizations, and others.

• Keep abreast of emerging trends and challenges associated with the objective area.
• Develop a plan of action to implement tactics identified by the Multisector Blueprint.
• Meet on a regular on-going basis to implement the plan of action.
• Suggest/Advocate for policy changes that support age-friendly design, programs, and 

systems related to objectives (if applicable).
• Suggest metrics/data that can be used to monitor progress on specific objectives.
• Provide regular updates to the Age-Friendly Minnesota Team.

Each Action Team is led by a Convener and made up of actively engaged crosssector 
members. Their primary work will be to:

• Training and Education
 - Provide education about artificial intelligence (AI) moving into social spaces 
and vulnerability.

 - Fund mobile digital learning labs that can operate throughout MN.
 - Fund technology lending libraries and staff to train people on different 
technologies and devices.

• Increase access to devices, troubleshooting, and technical support to reduce 
digital divide - e.g., Senior Community Services TECH program.

• Support Statewide broadband access—particularly in rural areas.
