CRPS most often affects one of the limbs, usually after an injury or trauma to 
that limb; and 

CRPS is estimated to affect between 1.5 and 3 million people in the United 
States. The onset of CRPS can occur at any age and affects both men and 
women, although it is more common in women; and 

Monday, November 3, 2014, marks the first annual Color the World Orange Day;

CRPS and others in the community to join together to further educate the public 
and health care professionals about CRPS and to call for further research 
regarding treatment and a cure of the disease.
