PLANT MAINTENANCE ENGINEER HELPER

KIND OF WORK

Semi-skilled work assisting in the maintenance and repair of mechanical systems.

NATURE AND PURPOSE

An employee in this class is responsible for assisting a journeyman Plant Maintenance Engineer in the maintenance and repair of heating and power equipment and other mechanical systems.  Employees may perform simple repair or maintenance tasks independently.  Detailed instructions and close supervision is received from a Plant Maintenance Engineer.

EXAMPLES OF WORK  (A position may not include all the work examples given, nor does the list include all that may be assigned.)

Washes, cleans and makes minor repairs, and assists in making major repairs to boilers.

Makes simple repairs and assists in making alterations and major repairs to plumbing and sewage systems.

Makes simple repairs and assists in making complex repairs to electrical wiring systems and equipment.

Cleans, oils and greases various types of mechanical equipment.

Recharges and maintains water softeners.

Performs related work as required.
