On June 5 law changes 
to the PPP were 
made. These include 
the covered period 
extended from 8 
weeks to 24, the loan 
term changed from 2 
years to 5 years, and 
the minimum amount 
for forgivability for 
payroll was lowered 
from 75% to 60%.
