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For SWIFT Warehouse users who extract data from the staging (OWS) layer, 2 revised and 2 new extract views are available.  The changes were required to respond to user demands and to increase the data quality:
Revised Views – X2
The data structure is un-changed; however the underlying data is sourced from the new X3 source tables, thus introducing new date and time stamps, which require you to reload your X2 views.	
· Expenditures view - PS_X2_EXPENDITURES
•	Receipts view – PS_X2_RECEIPTS
The columns are the same as the prior version of the X2 views, so the only requirement on your end is to reload the X2 views before you can continue with your incremental loads.
New Views – X3
Data for the views have been updated to provide more complete information and to solve issues reported by Users.  This change introduces new columns, removes columns and splits out data across columns that had previously been combined in the X2 views.  
• 	Expenditures view - PS_X3_EXPENDITURES
•	Receipts view – PS_X3_RECEIPTS
Due to the changes required, the underlying tables are also new, introducing different load date and time stamps than the previous views, as referenced already above.
Detailed specs including a mapping between the existing X2 views and the new X3 views are available under Bulletins.
