Fleet Safety Driver Record Check Criteria  (02/13/2014)


Acceptable “MVR” – No more than 2 minor violations; OR 1 at-fault accident in the past 3 years; 

OR no more than a combination of 1 minor violation and 1 at-fault accident in last 3 years. 

Borderline “MVR” – 3 minor violations; OR 2 at-fault accidents in last three years; OR any combination of minor violations and at-fault accidents in last 3 years totaling 3 occurrences. 

Poor “MVR” – 1 or more major convictions in last 5 years; OR 4 or more minor violations; or 3 or more at-fault accidents in the last 3 years; OR any combination of minor violations and at-fault accidents totaling 4 or more occurrences. 

At-Fault Accident – Any accident where the driver is cited with a violation or negligently contributes to the incident or any single vehicle accident where the cause is not equipment related. 

Major Violations: 

     •  Driving under the influence of alcohol/drugs 

     •  Failure to stop/report an accident 

     •  Reckless driving/speeding contest 

     •  Driving while impaired 

     •  Making a false accident report 

     •  Homicide, manslaughter or assault arising out of the use of a vehicle 

     •  Driving while license is suspended/revoked 

     •  Careless driving 

     •  Exhibition driving 
     •  Fleeing a law enforcement/peace officer 

Minor Convictions 

     Examples of minor convictions include the following: 

     •  Minor speeding conviction (less than 20 mph over the posted speed limit whee specified on the MVR)

     •  Driving too fast for conditions 

     •  Inattentive driving 

     •  Unsafe lane change 

     •  Failure to stop or yield the right of way 

     •  Following too closely 

     •  Any standard moving violation that does not fall into the major conviction category. 

Note:  Equipment violations should not be included in the evaluation of an individual driver.  However, they may indicate serious management deficiencies and must be considered as part of the customer assessment. 
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
