David Lawrence McCormick is conditionally reinstated to the practice of law in the State
of Minnesota, subject to his successful completion of the professional responsibility
portion of the state bar examination by August 22, 2013. By August 22, 2013,
respondent shall comply with Rule 18(e)(3), Rules on Lawyers Professional

Responsibility, by filing with the Clerk of Appellate Courts and serving upon the Director



proof of respondent’s successful completion of the professional responsibility portion of
the state bar examination. Failure to do so shall result in automatic re-suspension
pending proof of successful completion of the examination.
