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Contrary to the general opinion, there are fewer cases of sub-norwal
children at the State Training School et Red Wiing than generally stated by social
workers, On the day the survey was made, it was found that 233 boys in the insti-
tution had submitted to intelligence tests and that the average I. 4. was 90%.

There were 18 with an intelligence quotient less than 75. Two of them had been re-
leaged from the institution on leave of absence and several had been conpmitted to
the School for the Fecvble-minded at Faribault. The lowest I. Q. was 47%. Thers
